Randy Moore called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:
Nancy Jones reminded the Selectboard of the presentation of Wildlife of the North and what climate change would mean to them presentation held on February 16, 2016 at 7:00 p.m. sponsored by the Bradford Public Library.

Larry Drew expressed his concerns about the water box being moved.

CVSWM Updates- Kathleen:
Kathleen from Central Vermont Solid Waste Management District went through the benefits Bradford receives by belonging to CVSWMD which included by are not limited to: 
Green Up Day Grants
$225 reimbursement for recyclable containers purchased
Hazardous Waste Collections 
Grants
School Compost Collections
Zero Waste Programming for Bradford schools
Outreach and Education 

Kathleen also made the Selectboard aware that CVSWM is considering purchasing property and building a new facility as a prudent and foundational investment in much-needed infrastructure.  Currently CVSWM rents but does not own any buildings.  The proposed facility may be built in East Montpelier and they would send a truck to Bradford.  

Bear Ridge Speedway Permit:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve Bear Ridge Speedways 2016 permit.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY.  

Library:
Two years ago the Library applied for a grant through the Town, for a study to be done on the handicap accessibility at the Library.  The Town/Library initially applied for $16,000 in grant funds with a 25% match but were approved for $30,000, which made the 25% match more and with the approval came a long list of further conditions that had to be met in order to receive the grant money.  At this time the Library does not have enough resources with managing the grant and the matching portion is a problem, therefore they will not be pursing this grant.  

On Town Meeting Day last year (March 3, 2015) we had an article on our warning that read the following, “Shall the Town of Bradford appropriate an amount not to exceed $210,000 for the cost of completing the replacement of the slate roof and masonry repairs on the Bradford Pubic Library, to be financed over a period of five (5) years, said amount subject to reduction with funds raised by the Library from grants, sale of assets or other such means?”

The Town of Bradford got a loan for $210,000 and the Library used $158,000 of it towards the roof project, therefore leaving $52,000 of the loan left. The Library brought up that they were fortunate enough to get assets from an auction company that had bought a bunch of stuff from them.  The total assets they received was $57,000.  The Library asked the Selectboard if they could keep all of the money (the money that was left over from the loan and the money that they acquired from the auction company) to pay for more repairs at the Library.  The Selectboard’s initial reaction was that this would need to be a decision for the voters to make at Town Meeting Day because of the wording of the article they thought all of the money should go back to the Town and pay back the loan.  After further discussion it was decided to get a legal opinion on the situation.   

BTA Requests:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve the BTA to use funds for the Easter Eggstravaganza which will be held on March 19, 2016 the funds used are not to exceed $500.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY.

Lisa Sharp made a motion to approve the BTA to give $50.00 toward rental fee/donation to the congregational church.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY.  

Parks & Recreation:
Lisa Sharp made a motion to approve a background check for Marlene Chiroine to be a volunteer for the BTA and the parks and recreation commission. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

VLCT confirmed that the Town’s insurance will cover Town employees and their vehicles, when driving for the Town as part of Town business, but as a secondary insurer to the driver’s primary insurance.  The Town’s insurance will NOT cover any passengers.  The Selectboard respectfully asks that no one transport non-Town-employees to or from Town related events.  

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve a winter activity day that will include cross country skiing, and sledding at Memorial Field on February 21, 2016 and to approve a guided trip up Tucker Mountain on March 5, 2016 that is groomed for families and skiers.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY.

Bonna Wieler made the Selectboard aware that summer camp registration are planning to go out in February and the counselor applications by April.

Bonna Wieler asked the Selectboard if she is able to employee people from her own business, Bold Paths to help out with Bradford Park & Rec activities.  
The Selectboard feels that Park and Recreation should hire people to help out.

Adobe Quotes:
The Selectboard reviewed two quotes for Adobe in order to be able to do fillable forms for the Town website.  
The Selectboard would like to see a sample before making a purchase.

Animal Shelter Contracts:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve Upper Valley Humane Society’s 2016 contract and have Randy Moore sign on behalf of the Selectboard. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

The Selectboard did not sign the contract with Central Vermont Humane Society as the rates were to high.

Route 5 Agreement with State:
The Selectboard had concerns with the agreement with the state as follows: 
Article 21 states that the Town will be responsible for dealing with any hazardous materials that might be discovered during the project.  The contract should not have this requirement as this is a State project. 

A bigger concern was Article 22, which states that the Town will be responsible for maintaining the roadway after the project is finished.  Article 22 should be removed from the contract entirely or changed, as it is stated now, it requires the Town to pay for maintenance of a State Highway after the project is completed.  


Highway- Truck:
Dan Perry made a motion authorizing Phil Page to put the 2012 Ford F550 out to bid for sale and authorize Phil Page to purchase a replacement Ford F550 not to exceed $68,000 (the amount that is in the equipment reserve fund 2016). 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Designated Downtown:
The Selectboard would like to see the Main Street Alliance committee take the lead on updating the Towns designated downtown.  

Adopt Town Plan:
Lisa Sharp made a motion to adopt the Town Plan as of January 28, 2016.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

BA Use Applications:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve Mark Robie to use auditorium on February 1, 2016 for a skit/drama presentation.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY.
