Thomas E. Unkles Chair, called the meeting to order 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:  
Ted Unkles thanked the Bradford Police Department for the work they did for finding the missing teenager.

Gerhard Postpischil made the Selectboard aware that Casella is not charging the same price per gallon for trash, which is violating the CVSWMD ordinance.  He took pictures of the pricing and reported it to CVSWMD and he is not sure what they are going to do about it.  

Jeff Stiegler thanked Phil Page for putting the speed sign up. 

Nila Anaya, Chair of the Park & Recreation Committee, made the Selectboard aware that the BTA’s numbers have been struggling but Kat Rose is promoting a Halloween party.
Kat Rose has received some resistance from Oxbow High school about doing overhead announcements and putting posters up.  

Marcey Carver mentioned to the Selectboard that she noticed the double yellow line going up Main Street is shifted towards the east.  
[bookmark: _GoBack]Ted Unkles said that the paving project on Route 5 (Main Street) is a State project and he had spoken to the engineer at the State who said that if the contractor did it wrong then the State could make the change,  but if they went by the specs then the Town is stuck with it as is.
Jeff Stiegler shares Marcey Carvery’s concern. 

Bob Wing asked the Selectboard if the State is going to pave an apron on the Town driveway. 
Ted Unkles said he has been told that they are.

Planning Commission- Economic Development Grant:
Based on the newly adopted Town Plan, the Planning Commission is proposing to apply for a Municipal Planning Grant to address the following:
· Create a “build out plan” for the Lower Plain and Main Street/Downtown area;
· Analyze the community’s currently unmet and future needs;
· Develop an economic development plan and infrastructure assessment/plan;
· Develop a strategy on how best to address these needs, including an assessment of whether it is  appropriate to apply for Growth Center designation or to change the current land use designations.  There is a delicate balancing act in ensuring that development on the Lower Plan supports the continued vibrancy of the Downtown.

The deadline for the grant application is the end of October and the grant would be awarded in December.

Randy Moore made a motion to proceed with the Economic Development Grant application and pass the resolution for the Selectboard to sign. 
MOTION PASSED, 3 VOTES IN THE AFFIRMATIVE AND 1 VOTE (TED UNKLES) RECUSED HIMSELF. 

Recycle Center- Casella:
Carole Taylor made a motion to put the concrete pad for the recycling center out to bid and communicate to Casella that the Selectboard is very serious in pursuing a full blown transfer station.

Donation Box- Old Goshen Road Church:
The Town Clerk does not allow for donation boxes to be placed in the Town Office but the Selectboard suggested if they wanted to hang a poster in the Bradford Academy building that made people aware of the need for donations for the Old Goshen Road Church, and listed where the donations could be made they would be fine with that.

2017 Health Employee Insurance:
Randy Moore made a motion to allow $1,242.50 (a four and half percent increase from last year) towards employee health insurance and offer Blue Cross Blue Shield Standard Platinum, Standard Gold, Standard Silver, and Standard Bronze plans.

Lisa Sharp Grady made a motion to close Elizabeth’s Park on Tuesday, November 1, 2016 for the winter.
