Meeting called to order by Ted Unkles at 6:30 pm
Visitors & Public Comment:
· Bob Wing was asked by the 250 Committee to let the Selectboard know that there is now a sign for the 44th parallel as it’s located  - about were Veterans Inc, is.
· Gezi wanted to let everyone know that there will be a town photo on October 31st at 12-noon in front of the Old Church, the last photo was taken in 2000.
· Sandy Price presented the Selectboard with a framed copy of the VT Public Place Award.  Sandy suggested that it be hug in  conference room 10A.
Library Roof Loan:

· Ted Unkles said there was a little bit of confusion in regards to the amount of money that was to be borrowed for the Library Roof Repair.  Ted said that the Library request to have $250,00 on the 2015 warning, but it was then amended it down to $210,00 because they had already raised $40,000  When it came time to borrow the money from the bank, there was some confusion in house and only $170,00 was borrowed instead of the $210,000 that was needed because the $40,000 was subtracted from the $210,000 instead of the $250,000.  We are now going to borrow the addition $40,000 that was original needed and voted on at town meeting.
· Motion made by Carole Taylor to approve the loan for $40,000 for the Library which will increase the amount borrowed from $170,000 to $210,000 which is the amount approved at Town Meeting.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)
Revolving Loan Fund Transfer – Sewer to the Lower Plain:

· Jennifer needs the money put back into the revolving loan fund as it was promised back when the project started.  This money was used for engineering costs to get this project started.  Ted Unkles feels that we need to reappoint a revolving loan committee and revisit the guidelines.
· Motion made by Daniel Perry III to put the $70,873 back in the revolving loan fund that was used for engineering costs when the sewer to the Lower Plain project was started.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)
Fire Department – Purchase Order:

· Daniel Perry III spoke with Ryan Terrill earlier and Ryan said that they had to take 200 feet of hose out of service.  They have not finished inspecting & testing all of the hose yet, but they anticipate having to take more hose out of service.  The fire department is looking to replace 300 feet of hose.  The public safety commission looked the purchase order submitted by the fire department and they have approved it.
· Motion made by Daniel Perry III to approve the purchase order as submitted by the fire department.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)
Generator Maintenance:

· Ted Unkles would like one contract for the highway, BA and fire department.  Dan spoke with Phil and he confirmed that we they do come just one time, but send separate contact for each “department” -  The Selectboard will have Jennifer contact Yankee Generator to see if they can put all 3 “contracts” into one.
· Ted also expressed that he would like water/sewer combined with “the towns” Bridget explained that the water/sewer generators are much larger than the ones that are serviced by Yankee for the “town” and that the water/sewer department has to use a different company, Daniel Perry III confirmed this as well.
· Motion made by Carole Taylor to approve the generator contract with Yankee Generator and to have Phil Page sign off on the contract.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)
Oxbow High School – Emergency Exit:

· The emergency exit for Oxbow High School is not an ideal emergency exit for buses and such, it is very step and not a well-made road. They have now proposed a new emergency exit thru Elizabeth’s Park.  Before we explore it with all the parties, Ted wanted to know how the Selectboard felt, if this was something that is worth exploring or not?  Parks and Recreation suggested asking Bernard & Marybeth Aimes to go across their property instead of cutting across Elizabeth’s Park directly.  The Selectboard is willing to discuss this issue further.
VTrans Agreement:

· Ted Unkles has read thru it and does not have enough information to sign it tonight.  This is the agreement to pave from Bradford/Fairlee town line to Bradford/Ryegate town line.  Ted does not understand why the Town should have to pay for relocation of utilizes etc.  Ted has asked for an answer to this question as well as his other questions, but is still waiting for answers.  Lisa Willets suggested that we send to VLCT and have them review it.
· Ted pointed out that on December 1st the Merchants Association is scheduled to talk to VTrans about the realigning of the parking spaces on Main Street as they feel that they would be losing too many parking spaces.  Daniel Perry III is going to speak with them prior to this meeting as he feels that there will not be any spaces lost during this process. 
· Motion made by Daniel Perry III to approve Ted Unkles to sign the easement/agreement once he gets the answers he is looking for, provided he is satisfied with the answers.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)
Training Request:

· Marci Carver would like to attend a planning and zoning forum – it’s the same one that Bob Wing is attending.
· Motion made by Carole Taylor to allow Marci Carver to attend the Fall Planning & Zoning Forum.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)
· Motion made by Daniel Perry III to approve training requests for Steve Sampson to attend a training on December 10th and for Jeff Stiegler to attend a training on December 1st.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0) 
Parks & Recreation Commission - Appointment:

· Katherine Rose has submitted an application to join the Parks and Recreation Commission.
· Motion made by Lisa Willets to approve Katherine Rose application to join the Parks and Recreation Commission.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)

So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)

· Motion made by Lisa Sharp to approve the minutes from October 8, 2015 as corrected.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)

· Randy Moore reviewed the orders before the meeting and Carole Taylor reviewed them tonight as well.
· Motion made by Carole Taylor to approve the orders of October 23rd 2015 as submitted.  So voted.  Motion passed unanimously.  (4-0)
Other Business:
· Lisa Sharp wanted to know if we knew how long the background checks were good for.  Jeff Stiegler thought there were good for 2 years, he would double check and get back to Lisa.
· Lisa Sharp wanted to know if we have a standard volunteer application form and if we have a standard waiver form.  Jeff Stiegler said that we do, he had created one for the Police Department and shared it with Danielle, she then removed the police information and added the “Town” logo, or at least, he believe this to have happened, he cannot speak for Danielle directly.
