2015 Health Insurance:
The Selectboard reviewed the 2015 health insurance rates.  
Randy Moore made a motion to increase the amount available to employees for the 2015 Health Insurance by 9% ($1,132.49) and to offer employees the option of Blue Cross/Blue Shield Platinum, Gold, Silver, and Bronze plans.  $624.18 will be allocated towards a single plan, $1,132.49 towards employee and spouse plan, $1,132.49 towards an employee and chil(ren) plan, and $1,132.49 towards a family plan.

Orange County Asst. Judge Vicki Weiss:
The Assistant Judge from Orange County, Vicki Weiss made the Selectboard aware that Orange County Courthouse put in a new handicap accessible ramp at the courthouse.  The project was paid for by the State and the Courthouse is now looking into renovating the bell tower next year.  December 16, 2014 is the Court Boards first budget meeting at 7:00p.m.
