Dan Perry made a motion to approve the Fire Department to apply for the 2016 Volunteer Fire Assistance Program Grant (50/50 matching grant) funded by the U.S. Forest Service.  The Fire Department will purchase $1,984.39 in tools and safety equipment and the grant will cover $992.20 (fifty percent) of the expenses.
