Ted Unkles called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:
No public comment. 

Reappraisal Bid Opening:
Ted Unkles opened the bid received from NEMRC.  The total cost of the reappraisal from NEMRC would be $112,800.  This would include inspections of all property, data entry, sales analysis and the development of schedules incorporated into the computer assisted mass appraisal system, digital pictures, and formal grievance and Board of Civil Authority hearings.  These rates are based on a parcel count of 1,280.  Beyond this number parcels will be charged at $75 per parcel.  Hearings requested beyond BCA hearings will be billed at $75 per hour.  Payment will be a monthly rate of $4,700 for a period of 24 months beginning July 2016.   

Randy Moore made a motion for the Selectboard and Listers to review the bid and make a decision to accept the bid or not at an upcoming meeting. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Library Grant:
Tony Brainered made the Selectboard aware that he has reached out to Katelyn Robinson who is a professional grant writer and she is willing to help the Library manage the grant received for a study to be done on the handicap accessibility at the Library.  Tony Brainerd also mentioned that Nancy Jones reached out to Two Rivers Ottauquechee and they are willing to provide some resources to help with the grant as well.   
Carl Bohlen has said that the grant is still available and stated that as long as they are showing progress the Library will be all set to move forward. 

Conservation Grant Application:
Nancy Jones asked the Selectboard permission to apply for the Vermont Community Small & Inspiring grant program to help pay a group of high school students to make a “Wilderness Trail” in Bradford, the Conservation Commission will also be contributing fundraiser money towards this project.
Lisa Sharp made a motion to authorize the Conservation Commission to proceed with the $2,500 grant application that is due March 8, 2016 and authorized Ted Unkles to sign a letter of support from the Selectboard.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Agreement with State- Sidewalk in front of Richardson Building:
Dan Perry made a motion to authorize Ted Unkles to sign the contract with the State for work to be completed to the sidewalk in front of the Richardson Building.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Sign/Accept 2016 Governors Highway Safety Grant:
Carole Taylor made a motion to accept the $8,000 grant, received from the Bradford Police Department participating in the the Governors Highway Safety Program.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Chief Stiegler spoke about radar speed signs, solar powered mount/permanent mount on Fairground Road.  The school has grant money to put towards the sign.  Chief Stiegler would like to start with this one radar sign and see how the public responds to it. The Selectboard gave its blessing and the sign will be installed this spring.
Carole Taylor made a motion to accept the Supervisory Union grant for school safety zone for the road safety solar powered sign.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

The Public Safety Commission thanked Chief Stiegler for work and research he did on radar signs, and recognized the relationship he has established between the police department and Bradford schools.

Police Cruiser:
Randy Moore made a motion to accept the bid from Gateway Motors to purchase a new Ford Expedition police cruiser in the amount of $26,471.85.  The Police Department will expects to receive this new cruiser in the spring of 2016.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Dan Perry made a motion to purchase a new set of police tires for the old Ford cruiser in an amount not to exceed $475.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Zoning Computer Quote:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve and accept All-Access quote for a new computer for the Zoning Administrator in an amount not to exceed $1905.92 which includes the computer, all software, and setup.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Training Requests:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve Nila Anaya-Newstrom and Bob Wing to attend the NEMRC CAMA seminar on February 16, 2016 at Lake Morey Resort for $125 per person, to be paid out of the Listers budget. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Background Checks:
The Selectboard reviewed a draft policy and procedures for background checks.  

Designated Downtown/Village:
In order to be considered for downtown designation, the Town needs to partner with a nonprofit group that is expected to follow certain mandates such as: attend meetings, organize events etc. The Main Street Alliance has not been able to meet these expectations and therefore the recommendation from the Main Street Alliance is to become a designated downtown village.  Most of the tax benefits to property owners remain the same for village district.  The Town can always put in an application to be re-designated as a downtown.  

Carole Taylor made a motion for the Town of Bradford to seek designated village status.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY.

Parks & Recreation:
Nila Anaya-Newstrom presented the Selectboard with an eight week summer camp proposal.  The proposal included hiring two co-directors, one lead counselor, up to seven counselors, and counselors in training.  The Parks and Recreation also recommended to the Selectboard that they have a residential rate and a non-residential rate for participants.  The maximum number of children for the camp will be sixty but if they receive less kids they will hire less counselors.  
Nila Anaya-Newstrom also presented the Selectboard with a list of proposed activities for the camp season.
The Selectboard would like to make sure that the whole camp is self-sufficient and asked that Park and Recreation make the residential and non-residential rates differ by at least $20-$25.  

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the park and recreation memo, which included the following:
*We would like to ask the Selectboard to review and approve the summer camp proposal.
*Summer camp flyer to be sent out before February winter break vacation.
*BPRC believes that the earlier we can send out applications and job announcements the better the response will be.
*Ask permission to do a dinner-fundraiser, date to be determined
*BPRC would like to have a table recruiting leaders in training at Oxbow (ages 15-18)
[bookmark: _GoBack]*Would also like to be able to prepare a letter to request sponsors for summer camp, which will let the company have their name on back of t-shirt worn at summer camp outings and activities.

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve Two Rivers Ottauquechee to use conference room for creative economy focus group on February 24, 2016 at 4p.m.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

The Selectboard reviewed Rutland’s resolution to increase the input of Vermont municipalities regarding the siting of renewable energy projects.  Rutland would like to amend the State law to give local Planning Commissions and Selectboards more say in these projects.  
The Selectboard reviewed the proposed resolution but no one was enthusiastic to sign it.  

The Selectboard reviewed the warning in the Town Meeting booklet.  

Randy Moore made a motion to warn a Special Selectboard Meeting for Tuesday, March 1, 2016 at 8:30 a.m. (Town Meeting Day).
