The Department of Liquor Control is covering his paid time to be there and the certification will last forever.

The Selectboard feels that eventually someone will want the Town to maintain the walk way and it will cost money to have it graded, snow plowed, salted etc.  This is not something the Selectboard feels would benefit the Town as it is not in the village area and it would be a maintenance headache for the Town. 

The Selectboard gave Chief Stielger permission to use the $2,500 police grant for safety equipment.
