Randy Moore called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:
On behalf of the 250th group Peep Benjamin made the Selectboard aware that they will be turning the rest of their money over to the Selectboard.  The 250th group recommended that the Selectboard use the leftover money towards a sounds system for the Bradford Academy auditorium or put it towards another project that will benefit the Town.  The group has about $9,500 left. 

Liquor Licenses:

The Selectboard reviewed a quote from Watershed Construction and Restoration for slate work on the Bradford Academy building in the amount of $189,270.  The Board also reviewed a quote from Dunham Brothers Painting Inc for Bradford Academy exterior trim painting in the amount of $25,875.

Child Abuse Prevention Policy:
The Selectboard discussed the child abuse prevention policy and still had more questions about the wording of the policy and what the guidelines should be for when volunteerism starts and stops at a Town event.  Lisa Sharp volunteered to reach out to the Towns attorney.

Carole Taylor made a motion for Jennifer Rivers to attend the Delinquent Tax Collector Workshop on April 6, 2016 cost is $60.00.

Dan Perry made a motion for Bob Wing to attend Advanced Lister Training on April 7, 2016 cost is $75.00, the training on April 13th Annual Town Officers Education cost is $71.00, and on May 11th Current Use training cost is $75.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY.

Lisa Sharp made a motion to approve the following building use applications:

Minutes:
Lisa Sharp made a motion to approve the minutes of February 11, 2016 with a few grammatical changes.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the orders of February 26, 2016.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Other Business:
Dan Perry made a motion to authorize Chief Stiegler to use $2,192.15 from the Agency of Transportation Grant for equipment and also use $2,578 from the capital reserve account for interior equipment for police cruiser.  
The radio component for cruisers with labor is $870 and the Selectboard approved as well.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Tony Brainerd asked that the Selectboard clarify the loan information for the Library:
The Town of Bradford got a loan for $210,000 and the Library used $158,000 of it towards the roof project, leaving $52,000 of the loan to be used this summer as planned to complete masonry work on the library building.  Recently the Library sold some long-held materials at a Boston Auction for $57,000.  The Library asked the Selectboard for permission to retain the funds from the auction sale to use for future Library repairs and for further accessibility efforts.  The Selectboard was unsure whether they had the authority to make that decision based on the wording of the previous Town Meeting article, or if a new article at Town Meeting Day 2016 was needed for approval.  After further discussion it was decided to get a legal opinion on the situation.  

Dan Perry made a motion to hire Henry Sleeper to clean up the garbage at 9 South Pleasant Street and put a lean on the house for the invoice received to pick up the trash.  The Selectboard asked Danielle Robinson to ask Jeffrey Taylor to put a lien on the house after the invoice is received.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

The Selectboard thanked Phyllis Russ for her 40 years of service with the Town of Bradford.   

Personnel- Executive Session:
Lisa Sharp made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature general public knowledge would place the Town at substantial disadvantage.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Lisa Sharp made a motion to go into executive session at 7:36 p.m. to discuss a personnel issue that regards details of background checks as allowed by 1 V.S.A. Section 313 (a)(1) .  The motion included Danielle Robinson and Ryan Terrill to attend the session.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

The Selectboard came out of executive session at 8:16 p.m.

Lisa Sharp made motion to allow Ryan Terrill to use HireRight for background checks for a couple of checks and the Selectboard will monitor.
