Public Comment:  
Bob Wing made the Selectboard aware that Central Vermont Solid Waste Management is trying to pass a civil ordinance that requires everyone to use clear plastic bags for all trash.

Chief Stiegler asked to give recognition to fire department member Zach Bagley for a job well done with the fire on Cross Road.  Zach Bagley came out of the burning house with his face mask off, carrying a dog that he had saved by giving some of his air to.

BA Use Applications:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the Topsham Pony Pals 4-H Club to use the stage Sunday mornings from 10a.m.-12p.m. February through May, for the South Newbury Seventh-Day Advertist Church to use the auditorium and room 10A on March 22nd, for Vermont Department of Liquor Control to use a conference room on April 27th and Sept 15th, and for River Valley AAU to use the gymnasium Mondays and Thursdays February 24, 2015-May 9, 2015.

Alcohol Policy Follow Up Discussion:
Ted Unkles let the Selectboard know that at the alcohol policy discussion meeting two business owners showed up and were not enthused about the proposed policy.  One of the business owners stated it was better for people to be drinking and partying in a controlled environment and if they weren’t doing it at his business they would be doing it somewhere else.  The major concern from the Selectboard is public safety and the Selectboard has concerns that people know there is no one on duty after 2 a.m. The Selectboard would like to get more statistics on where people have been drinking when they get DUI’s and will revisit the issue in April or May.

Other Business:

The Selectboard would like to ask the voters at this year’s Town Meeting to reduce this year’s taxes by applying the $150,000 that was not applied last year. 

Dan Perry made a motion to schedule a special meeting to prepare for Town Meeting at 8:30 a.m. on March 3, 2015.

Carole Taylor brought up the Issue about parking in front of Subway and the Richardson building.  If large cars are parked there, it is very difficult for traffic coming off Bank Street to see.  It was suggested by Russ to make a few of the parking spaces in front of the businesses handicap and to put the handicap signs painted on the road as well as signs. There is the same issue when coming off the K. D. Welch Service Road and coming out of Perry’s Oils gas pumps.  The Selectboard would like to ask the highway foreman if this is something the Town can put up.

Lisa Sharp had a correspondence via email with Crystal Waters about the Town website and why it was costing money to run.

Robert Wing brought up that the Listers are at the point where they’re going to start putting Lister cards online, and would like permission to put a link on the website.
The Selectboard gave permission for the Listers to put the Lister cards online.

Dan Perry brought to the Selectboards attention that the Town will be receiving $1,000 rebate from efficiency Vermont for the street lights.
