Public Comment:
Peter Terry told the Selectboard that he wanted to keep the ball rolling on installing a sound system in the auditorium.  The first step will be for the Town to build a secure location for sound equipment to be stored in the auditorium.  Peter Terry would like to speak to Leonard Dobbins about putting a rough estimate together to build and install this equipment storage area.  

Nila Newstrom-Anaya mentioned that the engineering design for Memorial Field has been completed and she will bring it to the next Selectboard meeting for review.  

Selectboard Structure:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve as a slate: Ted Unkles to be appointed to Chair of the Selectboard, Lisa Sharp to be appointed as Vice Chair of the Selectboard, Dan Perry appointed as Road Commissioner.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Dan Perry made a motion to approve as a slate: Lisa Sharp to be the liaison for Parks & Recreation, Ted Unkles to be the liaison to the Planning Commission and Conservation Commission, Dan Perry to be the liaison for the Fire Department, Water/Sewer Department, and Highway Department, Carole Taylor to be the liaison for the Police Department, Fast Squad, and to sign off on orders, and Randy Moore to sign off on payroll and orders.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Rules of Procedure & Conflict of Interest Policy:
Lisa Sharp made a motion to adopt the rules of procedure and conflict of interest policy 2016.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Town Meeting Follow Up:
The Selectboard discussed whether to hold a special meeting for the fire truck purchase or not.  
The options would be to 1. Table the article until next Town Meeting Day 2. Hold a special meeting 3. Have the fire department get a petition 4. Do a survey in Town 
Randy Moore made a motion to schedule a Special Town Meeting Day on May 26, 2016 at 7:00 p.m.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

There was discussion that we might need to have an article for the Library for the Special Town Meeting as well, regarding the funds they have raised.  

The Selectboard asked Danielle Robinson to put together an ad for the Lister position.  

The Selectboard asked to re-visit the concept of having Wi-Fi in the Bradford Academy building.  

Reappraisal contract:
Robert Wing reminded the Selectboard that the contract amount is for $112,800 but there are costs that go beyond the contract price. 
Robert Wing asked that any work the Listers do on the reappraisal be charged to the reappraisal fund instead of the regular Listers’ budget.  This would include the Listers salary, mailing, or anything to do with the reappraisal.  
The Selectboard agreed that this made sense.  

Randy Moore made a Motion to accept the reappraisal agreement with NEMRC in the amount of $112,800 with the understanding that there will be additional costs.    
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

The reappraisal is said to be completed by June 2018. 

Library Grant Contract:
Carole Taylor made a motion to engage in the contract with Katelyn Robinson to manage the Library grant regarding the handicap accessibility.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

The Selectboard asked that the budget for the Library grant include $500 for the Towns part of administering the grant. 

Child Abuse Prevention Policy:
The Selectboard received feedback from a Town lawyer regarding wording for the child abuse policy.  The lawyer also suggested adopting the policy as an ordinance so that it has a stronger stance.  
Lisa made a motion to adopt the child abuse prevention policy and make the change by eliminating the annual application.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

BA Use Applications:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the Conservation Commission & CVSWMD to hold a composting workshop on June 25th from 10a.m.-12p.m.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Training Requests:  
Dan Perry made a motion to approve training request for Bob Wing and Nila Anaya to attend the Grand List Seminar on March 25, 2016 at Lake Morey; the cost is $125.00 apiece, also for Nila Anaya to attend the Current Use training on April 7, 2016 at Lake Morey; cost is $75.00, and the Town Officers Education conference on April 13, 2016 at Lake Morey; cost is $71.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve Stephen Sampson to attend the VT Emergency Management training for railroad safety on April 30th at Blue Mountain Union, the training is free, just need to pay for his time; also approve Andy Thibault to attend Glock Training to recertify his license- class on April 26th at VT Police Academy, cost is $250.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Minutes:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve the minutes of February 25, 2016 and March 1, 2016.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve orders dated March 11, 2016.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

The Selectboard asked to check with the Treasurer about a check for Peter Mallary as moderator.  

Other:
Peter Welch will be at Local Buzz this Saturday morning for about 45 minutes.

Jeffrey Stiegler made the Board aware that the portable radar sign has been ordered and should be here in a few weeks, the permanent sign should also be here in a few weeks.  

The Revolving Loan Fund Committee met the previous night- and reviewed the existing documents and made changes that they will bring it up to date and send it down to the Selectboard.

The Selectboard gave permission for a second Adobe Pro to be ordered for the Administrative Assistant, the cost is $180 a year.  

Lisa Sharp recommended putting together a hiring committee for summer camp. 

Parks and Recreation would like to put a porta potty at Elizabeth’s Park for the Easter Extravaganza (as the building is not open yet).  
The Selectboard had no objections.  

Personnel- Executive Session:
Lisa Sharp made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature general public knowledge would place the Town at substantial disadvantage.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.
