Public Comment:

Highway Truck Bid Opening:
The Town of Bradford received one bid from the Town of Newark in the amount of $30,000.
Dan Perry made a motion to accept the $30,000 bid from the Town of Newark for the F550 highway truck.

Highway Department Truck Financing:
Carole Taylor made a motion to authorize Phil Page to put the truck sale money ($30,000) into the highway capital reserve fund and to apply up to $98,000 out of the capital reserve fund towards the purchase of a new truck.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Trash/Recycling & Brush Pile:
Carole Taylor made a motion to authorize the change to the RFP to allow for comingling and then allow for the proposed RFP to be sent out.  The return due date will be for April 14, 2016.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.   

The highway department is having trouble monitoring the brush pile.  There is a bunch of stuff in it that shouldn’t be.  Phil Page has looked into getting a dumpster to pull out all of the things that shouldn’t have been added to the burn pile.
The Selectboard added to the RFP that the contractor operating the recycle center must manage/monitor the brush pile.  

Phil Page was contacted by Earth Waste about a set of stairs that give access to the recycling roll-off for cans that need to be replaced.  Earth Waste (Sherri) was under the impression that the Town would be paying for these stairs to be replaced.  The Selectboard re-read through the contract with Earth Waste and read Article 6 that states “EWS shall pay all expenses directly associated with the operation of the Transfer Station”. 
The Selectboard would like to make it clear that they do not intend to pay for the set of stairs to be replaced.

On behalf of the Library, Tony Brainerd proposed that the following article be placed on the Special Town Meeting Warning:
“To authorize the Bradford Public Library to utilize funds appropriated at the March 2015 Town Meeting for other improvements to the Library, including funding required to complete the outstanding VCDP Planning Grant”

The Library is waiting on Carl Bohlen to review the engineering grant for the sidewalk. 

Parks & Recreation- Summer Camp/Custodian/Fundraiser:
Carole Taylor made a motion authorizing Lisa Sharp to go through the park and recreation advertising documents, job descriptions, letters for fundraising & participates, and to finalize these documents and get them sent out.

BTA Payroll:
The BTA coordinator, Kat Rose had a family emergency and is not expecting to return until the end of the month.  Nila Anaya-Newstrom has been stepping in for her and asked to be compensated from the BTA fund. 
Lisa Sharp made a motion approving Nila Anaya-Newstrom to serve as the temporary coordinator for the BTA until Kat Rose returns and to pay Nila the same hourly rate as Kat out of the BTA funds.

Sewer Project Bond Payment:
Carole Taylor made a motion authorizing the treasurer to apply $25,000 of money collected from the sewer connection fees towards the 2016 payment of the sewer project bond ($75,738 yearly), reducing the total payment coming from taxes to $50,738.  There is currently $42,819 in the prepay sewer hook on account.

Many of the things Rutland is asking for are already being handled.
Dan Perry made a motion to reject the resolution.

Special Meeting Warning:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve the special meeting warning for May 26, 2016 at 7:00 p.m., with articles regarding the fire truck purchase and the library loan.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Liquor Licenses:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve Chans House liquor license.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve Alexanders Pub & Restaurant liquor license and outside consumption permit.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Dangerous Building:
Carole Taylor made a motion authorizing Ted Unkles to write a notice to Robert Nutting regarding his burned down property on South Main Street.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

BA Use Applications:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the AAU basketball team: Green Mountain Cougars to use the gym March 21-April 21, 2016 and for the Library to set up a craft fair on the front lawn of the BA on October 8, 2016.
