Ted Unkles called the meeting to order 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:  
Harvey Dorr commented that he used the recycling center on Wednesday and the Casella crew was very helpful.  

Alex Nuti-De Biasi commented that as a tenant at the Bradford Academy Building he appreciated the notice about the paving/parking across the street and about the alarm testing 

Nila Anaya-Newstrom announced that Parks and Recreation will be having live music at Denny Park on the third Thursday of June, July, and August starting at 5:30 p.m. 

Walter Lee Application:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the Walter Lee Committee’s recommendation that Walter Lee funds be used for a field marker not to exceed $270 and a storage shed not to exceed $1,500 for Bradford Youth Sports.

Recycling Center- Casella:
The Selectboard has been receiving complaints from residents about inconsistent pricing and some users being charged for recycling. Danielle, Carole and Ted met with management from Casella on Monday evening and Casella asked the Town to allow a 90 day trial period so that they get a better sense of how much trash and recycling they will be taking in from the Bradford site.  Once they receive this information they will come back to the Town and review the pricing and sign a contract.  

To date the facility is not permitted as a transfer station and is operating as fast trash. Casella would like to start the process for Bradford to be a transfer station. 
It was also mentioned that in order to use a compactor Casella would need three phase power at the facility. This will be discussed further at a later time. 

Building Leases:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve a three year lease (2016-2019) with the Bradford Historical Society for room 33 in the Bradford Academy building.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve a three year lease (2016-2019) with Dotti Unkles for room 22A in the Bradford Academy building.

Paving Out to Bid:
Dan Perry made a motion to accept the Class 2 paving grant for 1.8 miles on Rowell Brook Road and put paving bids out and to be returned to the Selectboard for May 26, 2016.

Junk Ordinance/Dangerous Building Ordinance- Follow Up:
The Selectboard Chair received word that Jeffrey Weitz is working on cleaning up his property.

Robert Nutting submitted a letter to the Selectboard stating that he is willing to sign a lien on the property (172 South Main Street).  The Selectboard would like further confirmation from him, as when he came to the Selectboard meeting he stated he was willing to sign the property deed over to the Town of Bradford.  Robert Nutting also submitted a quote from Fornwalt Excavation to clean up the burn down building in the amount of $19,650
The Selectboard will continuing speaking to a lawyer about property and would like to get an outside appraisal done on 172 South Main Street. 

Lisa Sharp made a motion to hire an outside appraiser to give the Town a value of the parcel (172 South Main Street) without the building on it.

BA Use Applications:
