Ted Unkles called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:
No public comment.

Snow Removal Bid Opening:
The Town received only one snow removal bid for plowing, salting, sanding, and removal of snow in the Town; it was from Locke’s Excavation.  Ted Unkles read the bid out loud: ton truck with 9.5-foot plow and 2-yard sander at $70.00 per hour, backhoe with 10-foot snow pusher at $90.00 per hour, backhoe without pusher at $80.00 per hour, dump truck 14-yard at $75.00 per hour. 
Carole Taylor made a motion for Phil Page and Dan Perry to review the bid and award the contract if they see fit.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Sidewalk Snow Removal Bid Opening:
The Town received only one sidewalk snow removal bid for plowing and sanding services for sidewalks in the Town of Bradford it was from Simmons Lawn Care.  Ted Unkles read the bid out loud:  plowing and sanding billed at $57.50 per hour.  Additional work requested will be billed separately and submitted for appro val.  
Carole Taylor made a motion authorizing Phil Page and Dan Perry to review the sidewalk snow removal bid and award the contract if they see fit.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Paving Bids:
Phil Page (Road Foreman) asked the Selectboard permission to put the following paving projects out to bid, as previously discussed with the Selectboard:
Depot Street, from Route 5 down through to ARC.
Lake Morey Road, Route 5 up to the interstate bridges.
Carson Lane, from Route 5 to the fire house.
Separate project: the parking lot across the street from the town offices, on the north side of the congregational church, pave and mark out parking lines.
Possible separate project: Denny Park, pave and mark out parking lines.
Dan Perry made a motion authorizing Phil Page to put the above paving projects out to bid, with a deadline to have the bids in by 4:00 p.m. on June 11, 2015.

Highway- Trailer:
The Town last bought a 15 ton trailer in 2004.  The trailer has electric brakes and was adequate for transporting our old excavator.  But since we recently purchased a larger excavator, the trailer is undersized for our needs.  Blackmount Equipment provided the most affordable quote for the purchase of a new trailer with a 20 ton weight rating. 
Dan Perry made a motion to authorize the purchase of the trailer from Blackmount Equipment and accept their quote in the amount of $12,450.00 which also includes trade in value.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Traffic Ordinance: 
The highway foreman would like to make a few minor changes to the traffic ordinance, to include adding stop signs at the ends of Town roads.  The issues about the speed limit on Fairground Road and making Cobblestone Alley a one way street are not proposed changes to be made to the traffic ordinance.  The road foreman would like to see making Elizabeth Park a Town Road, as it is already being maintained to the same standard as a Town Road.
Lisa Sharp made a motion to hold two traffic ordinance hearings to get public feedback: the first hearing to be held at 6:15 p.m. on June 11, 2015 and the second hearing at 6:15 p.m. on June 25, 2015. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Conservation Commission- Arbor Day, Natural Resource Inventory, OHS Community Service:
Lisa Sharp made a motion authorizing Nancy to apply for the Arbor Day grant and accept the grant funds.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

On May 21, 2015 Oxbow High school is holding a community service day and many students will be divided up on three different trails on Wrights Mountain. 

On June 7, 2017 the Conservation Commission will be holding its race-to-the-top.

Nancy Jones made the Selectboard aware that Bradford’s Natural Resources Inventory document is completed.  No tax dollars were used to fund the Natural Resource Inventory, the Conservation Commission was able to raise the entire cost of the inventory through fund raising events and donations from Bradford residents.   There will be a public presentation of the Natural Resource Inventory on June 22.  

Website:
The Town needs someone to keep the website up and running.  Kevaco currently manages our website and is able to do hourly maintenance (changing pages, adding pages, posting items) for an hourly rate of $50.00 per hour.  
The Selectboard would like to continue working with Kevaco and ask them to start doing hourly maintenance on the website as requested.

Bear Ridge Speedway- Fireworks Permit:
Butch Elms asked the Selectboard to explain why the Bradford fire department needs to be present when he sets off Class C fireworks, and why his permit was limited to three nights for the year.  The Selectboard explained that the application did not list specifics and they believed Butch intended to use Class A fireworks and not Class C.  

Dan Perry made a motion to amend the permit the Selectboard approved on April 23, 2015 removing the portion requiring that the Bradford Fire Department be present during the time of fireworks. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Lisa Sharp made a motion to lift the three night limitation of shooting off fireworks.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.   

Park & Rec- Park Employee and Summer Camp:
Skip Barrett made the Selectboard aware that the Park and Recreation Committee does not have any employee recommendations at this time.  

Mike Aldrich from Bradford Elementary explained that the way the summer camp would be set up is for everything to run through Bradford Elementary School, the only portion the Town of Bradford would be responsible for is setting up payroll and insurance.  The entire camp would be paid for from kids attending the camp.  
Parks and Recreation will need to have a discussion with the Town Treasurer to see if there is already a capital fund set up for parks and rec.  If not, any money left over from this year will disappear until a fund is established by the voters.  
Randy Moore made a motion to proceed with the summer camp.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Junk Ordinances:
The Selectboard received a complaint about a large pile of junk behind the Bradford Motel.  

Several neighbors surrounding the property at 63 Cobblestone Alley expressed their concern the property is not getting any better.  A few weeks ago there was an overflowing dumpster, and there still is a bunch of trash on the east side of the house near the shed.  The neighbors feel the property is a huge eyesore and decreasing their own property value.
The Selectboard has issued the property owner two fines and will continue to do press the owner to clean up the property. 
  
Training Requests: 
Randy Moore made a motion for Marcey Carver, Bryan Mitozfky, and Robert Wing to attend the planning/zoning forum on June 10, 2015, and for Lisa Sharp to attend the Human Resource and Municipal Law training on June 3, 2015.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

BA Use:
Randy Moore made a motion for the Conservation Commission to use the auditorium on June 22, 2015 for the Natural Resources Inventory Presentation and for the Bradford Farmers Market to use the front lawn of BA with great care on Sunday’s from 9 a.m. – 3 p.m. through October 25, 2015. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the minutes of April 23, 2015.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the orders dated May 15, 2015.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Other Business:
· Randy Moore made a motion to accept the donation of a laser thermometer from the Humane Society, with thanks.  MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.
· Chief Stiegler made the Selectboard aware that the Governor’s highway safety grant came in last week and he was able to put a new radar in the cruiser. He also thanked Jennifer Rivers for tracking all the grant info. 
· The Selectboard asked the Chief about the old speed cart.  The Chief said it is very old, not working correctly and should probably be scrapped.   The Selectboard asked Chief Stiegler to look into the purchase of pole-mounted speed monitor.   
· The Selectboard was made aware that the truck pull that is going on at the fairgrounds on June 6, 2015 is a small event to test out the new track that was put in, there will be no more than 25-30 people.
· Barton Street lights were put up this week.
