Junk Ordinance Follow Up:
The Selectboard followed up on the junk ordinances for:
Kenyon Road (parcel # 04-23-0565)        	13 Maple Street
63 Cobblestone Alley                               	889 Wrights Mountain Road
1254 Tarbox Road

The Selectboard determined that the Kenyon Road property no longer violates the Town’s junk ordinance, 13 Maple Street, 63 Cobblestone Alley, and 1254 Tarbox Road properties are making significant progress and the Board would like to see them continue to make progress.  The trailer still remains at 889 Wrights Mountain Road and remains in violation but the Town has been told that the property is being foreclosed on.  The Selectboard will wait to see if the Town receives any paperwork from the mortgage company on the foreclosure.   

Library Grant:
Randy Moore made a motion to hire Black River Design to complete the analysis of the Bradford Public Library in order to make it ADA compliant.  The Phase I cost for this project is $18,800 to be paid from the VCDP grant and the library’s match funds.

Library Appointment:
Carole Taylor made a motion to follow the recommendation from the Library Board to appoint Emma Gibbs as a Town Representative for the BPL.

Sidewalk Vault Grant:
Carole Taylor made a motion to submit the engineering sidewalk vault grant and to spend up to $19,000 to come out of the sidewalk reserve fund for the match and management of the grant.

Park & Recreation Camp Employee:
Randy Moore made a motion to hire Jeremy Daigle as a summer camp counselor and to hire Mike Lamarre as a summer camp counselor pending a background check.  Both applicants will work 20-25 hours per session at rate of $10.00 per hour.

Orders:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the orders dated May 27, 2016.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Special Meeting Discussion:
