Ted Unkles called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:
There was no public comment. 

Opening of Paving Bids:
The Town received three paving bids from Whitcomb Construction, Pike Industries, and Blaktop, Inc.  Ted Unkles read the paving bids in their entirety out loud to the public.  The Town received two reclaiming bids from Pike Industries, and Allstate Asphalt.  Ted Unkles read the reclaiming bids in their entirety out loud to the public.  

Lisa Sharp made a motion authorizing Dan Perry and Phil Page to review the bids and authorizing them to award the contracts to whichever bidder they deem the best.

Highway Department- Salt Shed:
Phil Page received an estimate from Adam Osgood Carpentry to make repairs and an addition to the salt shed in the amount of $29,400.00.  The current salt shed does not hold enough salt for what the Town needs.  Phil Page said the road crew would help tear down and do all of the excavation work.  To build a new salt shed would cost the Town over $100,000, so repairing and adding on to our existing shed is a much more affordable option.  
The funds to repair the shed will come out of the highway facilities fund, the fund balance is currently $45, and in November another $15,000 will be added. 

Carole Taylor made a motion to accept the quote in the amount of $29,400.00 and add an additional $3,000 for a concrete apron front, making the total $32,400.00
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Trash/Recycling:
The Selectboard discussed the new recycling law that is to take effect by July 1, 2015.  The board discussed purchasing containers and getting a quote from Casella, Pete’s Rubbish Removal, and Myers for pick up within the Town.  Danielle Robinson is waiting to hear back from Casella on their quote for managing 12 outdoor containers and 1 indoor container.
The Town is a member of CVSWMD and they have adopted an ordinance that the Town will need to follow.

Deputy Health Officer:
Dan Perry made a motion to appoint Carole Taylor as the Town’s deputy Health Officer.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Conservation Commission:
On June 22, 2015 at 7:00 p.m. the Conservation Commission will hold a presentation on the Natural Resource Inventory findings.   On August 1, 2015 the Conservation Commission would like to hold a full moon hike on Wrights Mountain and combine it with the summer street music series.  After the hike there would be an overnight camp out.  The Commission has been working on parking issues, and plans to run a shuttle to the trailhead, which should eliminate any problems with the small parking lot overflowing with cars.   They are also addressing other safety issues such as stating this is an alcohol free event, barricading the cliff edge, and making sure a fire extinguisher will be available.

The Police Chief suggested that the park and ride should be completed by then so maybe they could carpool or shuttle up to Wrights Mountain.   

The Selectboard thinks this sounds like a good event.

Denny Park Gazebo Quotes:
The Parks and Recreation Committee received two quotes for repairs to the gazebo: one from Adam Osgood Carpentry in the amount of $3,800.00 and one from Mark Andrews in the amount of $2,600.00.  The bid from Adam Osgood included repairs to the railing; the bid from Mark Andrews did not address that issue.

Randy Moore made a motion authorizing the Parks and Recreation Committee to discuss the particulars of each bid with the bidders, to ensure an apples-to-apples comparison.  The motion also authorized the Committee to award the contract for the gazebo repairs to one of the bidders, and set a ceiling of $4,500.  The funds will come out of the park and recreation maintenance budget.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Recreation- Summer Camp Staff/Kayaking Trip/Donations:
The recreation director, Bonna Wierler could not make the meeting so Nila Anaya-Newstrom presented the information for Bonna.  Bonna would like to hold an overnight kayaking trip for Newbury and Bradford on July 24, 2015 and July 25, 2015.  Bonna Wieler would be attending the event along with another employee she uses in her private business.  
This is the first time the Selectboard has heard about the overnight kayaking event and they would like more information before the event takes place.

Bonna Wieler would like permission to ask Hannaford’s for a donation of bottled water for the Tennis Program.
The Selectboard approved.

Mike Aldrich was asked by Bonna Wieler to bring four names to the Selectboard for the summer camp positions.  Unfortunately Mike does not have the applications and therefore the Selectboard cannot review.  
The Selectboard approved two Selectboard members to interview the four applicants on Monday June 15, 2015 at 6:00 p.m.  The two members of the Selectboard can offer employment pending background checks.

Mike Aldrich asked permission from the Selectboard to have an on-call person to fill in for the summer camp.
The Selectboard had no objections to this, and the person would not be paid unless working.  

Waiver Form- Parks & Recreation:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the waiver form for children 18 years and younger, and for adults.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Park Maintenance Person:
Dan Perry made a motion authorizing Dan Troidl (private investigator) to do a background check for Joseph Drapeau, who has been conditionally offered the position of doing the park maintenance at Elizabeth’s Park.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

2016 Tax Map Maintenance Proposal- Listers:
Dan Perry made a motion to accept the 2016 tax map maintenance proposal in the amount of $1,800.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Commercial Appraiser Request- Listers:
The Listers would like to hire a commercial appraiser for one property in Bradford.  The Selectboard sits on the board of civil authority so they do not want to disclose too much information that would make the Selectboard unable to sit on the board.  
Lisa Sharp made a motion authorizing the Listers to spend up to $3,000 to hire a professional appraiser for the one property in Bradford.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Fast Squad- Purchase Requests:
Before acting on the Fast Squad’s request to purchase new backpack bags and other supplies, the Selectboard would like for the Fast Squad to bring the purchase request to the Public Safety Commission who meet on Saturday.  

Third Floor Rental:
Dan Perry made a motion to accept Bert Dodson’s request with regret, and hang his paintings in the building.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY. 

Town Employee Time Reports:
Dan Perry made a motion requesting that all Town employees use the same time sheet and that the treasurer keep track of comp time on everyone’s pay stubs/checks. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Minutes:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the minutes of June 11, 2015.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:
Bridget Simmons let the Selectboard know that it took Simmons lawn care two hours to clean up the trash at Elizabeth’s Park but he only charged for one hour.  The selectboard requested that he charge for the actual time it takes to mow the lawn.  We removed the trash barrels to save money, but we need to know how much it costs in additional maintenance costs.  It may turn out that removing the trash barrels does not save the town very much money. 
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the orders dated June 12, 2015.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Other Business:
The Selectboard accepted Sherry Browns resignation from the 250th Committee with regret.

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve Peter Terry’s application to be on the 250th Committee.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Bridget Simmons let the Selectboard know that Jon Thornton checked into the material the contractor working on the State’s I-91 bridge was keeping on Appleton Drive and it is not hazardous.  The Water/Sewer Commission however asked them to find another place to store their things by June 30, 2015
