Public Comment:  
No public comment.

Open Paving Bids:
Lisa Sharp opened and read the paving bids out loud:

State Road Easement:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the Town Agent to sign the quitclaim deed with the State of Vermont granting them temporary access during the period of construction on the Route 25B bridge to construct an approach to Appleton Road and a permanent easement to install and maintain a guardrail.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Annual Financial Plan- Highway:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve the annual highway financial plan 2016.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Energy Committee:
The Selectboard wants to ask around and see if people are interested in being on an energy committee, if people seem interested then have them fill out applications and the Board will possibly make an official committee at the next meeting.
 

Conservation Commission- 2016 Tiny Grant:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve receiving the funds to improve the Wrights Mountain Trail from the 2016 Tiny Grant, if it is approved.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.
  
Proposal for Sound System:
The Selectboard tabled this item until next meeting when the full Selectboard is present.

Tax Map Contract (Listers):
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the 2017 Tax Map Maintenance contract with Cartographic Associates.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Sign Permit- Hannaford’s:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve Hannaford’s sign application for the liquor store.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Revolving Loan Fund Policy Update:
Dan Perry made a motion to send to the updated revolving loan policy to Rick Cawley for review.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Parks & Rec- Grant & Donation Request:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve eight counselors to go to CPR class, by a certified trainer, not to exceed $320 and to come out of the parks and recreation budget.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the parks and recreation to become part of the Vermont Recreation and Parks.
MOTION PASSED, UANIMOULSY.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve eight counselors to attend SummerRamma training at $15.00 per person.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the request for fundraising through BJ’s and asked Lisa Sharp, as the liaison, to help create a letter of requests.   
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

The Selectboard postponed the parks and recreation request to use the money that was allotted for the swimming program at Hall’s Pond, to be used to bus summer camp kids to go swimming at various places. 

IT- Wi-Fi & Future Needs:
The Administrative Assistant had a conversation with All-Access regarding Wi-Fi in the Bradford Academy building.  All-Access asked what the Selectboard is looking for, Wi-Fi to cover the entire building or Wi-Fi to cover just one room.  Public access for one room is fairly simple, the Town could buy a separate router and pay monthly payments of an average of $90.00 per month.  If the Town would like to make Wi-Fi available for the entire building this would cost around $6,000 (paying for security and installation), and then the $90.00 average per month.  Both options would be separate from the Town’s internet, which was highly recommended.  

Future needs for the Town include updating the Town employees’ Outlook accounts, and updating the server and its backup system.


2016 Dog Warrant:
Randy Moore made a motion to adopt the 2016 dog warrant.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Police Department Purchase Order:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve Jeffrey Stiegler to attend the Vermont Police Academy for a training on Death Investigation Course from 8/8/16 to 8/12/16, the cost is $69.00 and for Steve Sampson to attend Active Diffusion Strategies on 7/11/16 in Winooski, VT, the cost is $125.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the purchase of an optical aim point sighting system for the patrol rifle at a price not to exceed $420.00 and to purchase an upper assembly platform for mounting the said optic and hand guards at $1,175.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the Governor’s Highway Safety Grant funds to be spent on the purchase of an amber traffic backer/directional pointing system for the rear of the 2013 expedition in the amount of $425.00, as well as the purchase of a hard mounted flashlight for the 2016 expedition at a price of $175.00.  The labor and the installation of these products is to come out of the vehicle maintenance fund.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the purchase and implementation of the Vermont State C.A.D./Spillman computer program and all the applicable licenses incurred with this adoption the cost is up to $3,925.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Training Requests:
The training requests were approved under the police department purchase orders.

Selectboard Meeting in July:
The Selectboard decided to keep their scheduled Selectboard meeting on July 14, 2016 and keep the meeting short.  The parade begins that same night at 7:00 p.m.

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the minutes from May 12, 2016 and May 26, 2016.

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the orders dated June 10, 2016.

Other Business:
Randy Moore made a motion to allow the Bradford Fire Department to hold a coin drop on July 2, 2016 (preferable in front of the Bradford Academy Building) as long as the coin drop takes place in a 35 mile per hour or less zone.  This is one of the regulations that is listed in the application.

Personnel- Executive Session:
Dan Perry made a motion to hire Denise Daigle and Ariana Hausmann as summer camp counselors pending background checks, the rate of pay is $10.00 per hour.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Randy Moore made a motion to change Joe Drapeau’s job description as a park maintenance person to include light construction and change the rate of pay to $12.00 per hour starting June 9, 2016.
