Thomas E. Unkles Chair, called the meeting to order 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:  
Harvey Dorr asked the Selectboard if they are going to do anything with Robert Nutting’s house on South Main Street as he noted there is work being done to it with no permit, and there are people living in a camper in front of it.
The Selectboard explained that the property owner does not need a permit to demolish the property and they are aware that people are in living in the camper but can’t find anything that would put the camper in violation of any Town ordinances.

Harvey Dorr questioned why there is a double line in some places on Main Street.
Nancy Jones explained that it might be for a bicycle lane as requested.

Randy Moore noted that the line in the center line down Main Street does not appear to be centered.  

Nancy Jones made the Selectboard aware that the new wilderness trail on Wrights Mountain is completed.  
The grand opening for the trail is October 8, 2016 at 1:00 p.m.  The rain date will be October 9, 2016 1 p.m. everyone will be meeting at Wrights Mountain Trail head and the commission recommends carpooling. 

Nancy Jones also mentioned that September 27, 2016, Bridget Butler is doing a presentation on Bird Migration at 7:00 p.m. in the BA auditorium. 

Art Studio- Bert Dodson:
The Selectboard was presented with three quotes to repaint the ceilings in the third floor art studio.  The quotes were in the amounts of $6,500, $7,200, and $10,543.66.
It was noted that because the amounts are over $5,000 that the project will need to be put out to bid.  The Selectboard would like to put bids out at the November 10, 2016 meeting and be able to budget for the project and complete the project in the year 2017.  

BA Sound System:
Randy Moore made a motion authorizing Ted Unkles to sign the purchase order letter to HB Communications for the BA sound system and authorized for a deposit of $4,755.00 to come out of the 250th groups leftover funds.

The way the policy is currently written it would apply to the fire department.  Can the Selectboard add a section in the policy stating that the Town fire department is exempt from needing a CDL license?
Lisa Sharp Grady will reach out to the training instructor and find out more about the policy, specifically about volunteer fire fighters needing a CDL license because technically they are employees of the Town.   

Liquor License:
Lisa Sharp Grady made a motion to approve the liquor license application for 5-oh! Pizzeria.

All-Access Quote- New Computer:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve All-Access quote for a new computer for the Assistant Clerk/Treasurer in the amount of $1,125.50 with a monthly fee of $12.50 for Microsoft 365.

The Selectboard discussed the option of allocating money to trap, neuter and return feral cats to the wild.  The Selectboard asked the Administrative Assistant to do more research on this and get hard numbers on how much it would cost the Town.

Ted Unkles, Carole Taylor, and Danielle Kingsbury met with a group of people from Casella at the beginning of the week to discuss changes to the recycling center.  Casella spoke of making the center into a full blown transfer station, which would require new permits from the State.  Casella also provided a sketch of what the proposed site could look like.   There was discussion of price increases, and the possibility of an access fee for those not disposing of trash. The Selectboard would like to look at the prices for a 35’ x 50’ concrete slab and what it would cost to have three phase power at the site.  There will be future meetings with Casella, and the Selectboard will plan to put this as an agenda item for more discussion at an upcoming Selectboard meeting.  

Chief Stiegler made the Selectboard aware that Napa will be having its grand opening this Saturday and he plans to work as they are flying in two well-known race car drivers for the opening.
