Thomas E. Unkles Chair, called the meeting to order 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:  
Harvey Dorr asked the Selectboard what is going on with Notch Above Auto, he believes more tires are being added to the piles, and cars are being pushed back into piles.
The Selectboard does not have knowledge of what is going on with the property. 

Harvey Dorr asked the Selectboard if there is a railing going up in front of Richardson Building. 
As far as the Selectboard knows the plans for the Route 5 project included a railing being added in front of the Richardson Building.

Harvey Dorr asked the Selectboard what the status of the underground vault grant is.
The Selectboard informed Harvey that the application for the vault grant was rejected.

Fast Squad Purchase Order:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the purchase of six carbon monoxide monitors for the Fast Squad in the amount of $609.00.  The funds are to come out of the safety equipment line.

Fire Department Purchase Order:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve the Fire Department to purchase hose in the amount of $3,112.46.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Parks & Recreation:
There is going to be a meeting held on Monday, September 26, 2016 to discuss the status of Memorial Field.  The time of the meeting is to be determined but it is going to be in the evening.

Skip (Charles) Barrett made the Selectboard aware that the posts that are holding up the old cattle sheds at Memorial Field are rotting and breaking away.  Skip Barrett is wondering who is going to fix them.

The Parks & Recreation Committee is going to begin drafting bylaws for the committee which will mirror those of the public safety commissions.  

The Parks & Recreation Committee is also working on a revised job description for the recreation director position.  The Selectboard does not want to post the recreation director position until the job description is in place. 

Evaluation Process:
Dan Perry made a motion for everyone to use the employee evaluation form that the Administrative Assistant created.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Police Department- Governor Highway Safety 2017/Overtime:
Chief Stiegler would like permission to attend a training on the Governor Highway Safety Grant and asked that Danielle Kingsbury and Jennifer Rivers be able to attend.  
The Selectboard had no issues with the group attending the training.  

Dan Perry made a motion to accept the 2017 Governor Highway Safety Grant and authorize Ted Unkles to sign.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.      

Fairground Road Radar Sign:
The Selectboard discussed with the highway foreman and the police chief the best place to put the radar sign on Fairground Road.  
There are water lines and powerlines that run on the side of the road where everyone would like to see the sign go that need to be taken in to consideration.  

Lisa Sharp made a motion to put the speed radar sign near the back driveway of the Elementary School and to move the speed limit sign.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOIUSLY.  

2015 Audit:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve the Selectboard responses to the 2015 audit and authorized Ted Unkles to speak to the Water/Sewer Commission. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Carole Taylor made a motion for Ted Unkles to sign the 2015 Representation Audit Letter.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Animal Control- Feral Cats:
The local humane society will no longer be accepting feral cats so now the questions remains on the Selectboard as what to do with the feral cats in Bradford. 
The Selectboard would like to find out from VLCT what the Town can legally do with feral cats.  

BA Trees:
The Bradford Academy maintenance person has noted that the trees in front of the BA building are dying and would like to know what the Selectboard wants to do with them. 
The Selectboard would like to hire an arborist to take a look at them to see what is wrong and if they can be saved or not.

Library Renovations-CDBG Grant Agreement:
Carole Taylor made a motion to accept the Library resolution for the grant agreement.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Pinnacle Road- Road Maintenance Request:
Two Bradford residents would like permission to conduct road maintenance on IRA’s Pinnacle Road, including culverts.  The Town owns the road but it is classified as a trail so therefore no work gets done to it through the Town. 

Randy Moore made a motion that the residents can conduct road work on Pinnacle road but the work needs to be done using the same standards that the Bradford Highway Department uses and assign Phil Page to be clerk of the works if there is any problems.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Minutes:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the minutes of August 25, 2016 with a few grammatical changes. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the orders dated September 9, 2016.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Other Business:
Randy Moore made a motion to spend up to $3,000 on a stump grinder to grind up the burn pile at the recycling center and have the money come out of the purchased services line.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Carole Taylor made a motion to authorize the repair of the police department’s WatchGuard unit in the amount of $289.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.
