Ted Unkles called the hearing to order at 6:15 p.m.

Public Hearing- Traffic Ordinance:
Gary Moore recommended moving the point where the speed limit on Fairground Road changes from 40 to 25 mph.  Gary recommended changing that location to the entrance to the town garage.

Town Road Foreman Phil page explained that all of the speed limits in Town were set after a study was completed by Two Rivers Ottaquechee.

The Road Foreman and Police Chief feel that the 25 mph speed limit on Fairground Road should remain because of the location of the elementary school, Elizabeth’s Park, highway garage, and Perry’s Oil.  Many big trucks and school buses are pulling out of these places at low speeds.   Gary Moore responded that sight lines in that area are very good, and there is no reason to keep the 25 mph speed limit as far up the hill as it is.  Because the speed limit changes so far up the hill, this has become a preferred location for the Orange County Sheriff’s department to set up radar “speed traps” during state-sponsored highway safety campaigns.  
  
The Road Foreman explained that the reason Main Street is in the Bradford traffic ordinance (although it is state maintained) is because the Town gets the traffic ticket money if it is listed in our ordinance and if it’s not the State gets it.  

Nila Anaya-Newstrom asked why there is not a stop sign being placed at the top of Bank Street.
The Road Foreman explained that that intersection is set up for winter driving so drivers going up the hill can keep their momentum.
