VCDP Hearing- Colonial Village:
The properties that are owned by Colonial Village and would undergo renovations through this grant are 4 properties total:

63 South Pleasant Bradford, VT
These properties are not tax exempt.  

A concerned resident of Bradford asked the Selectboard if they would somehow be able to stabilize Robert Nuttings burned house on South Main Street, with this grant.
The Selectboard responded that unfortunately Robert Nuttings property is not owned by Colonial Village and would not be covered under this grant.

Alison Friedkin answered that two of the properties are for senior living and their occupancy is 100%, and the other two properties are family housing and she would say they are in the 90% occupancy rate.  

Bob Wing asked what the Towns responsibility for this grant application would be.  
The Town is the grant applicant and therefore is responsible for making sure the money is spent correctly.  The Town needs to receive all documentation from Colonial Village, who has a lot of experience with these grants. 

Another question that was asked was: what interest does the Town have in pursuing this grant?  
The Selectboard responded for the quality of our housing stock, we will have a better community when the project is finished.  Alison Friedkin also pointed out that the property will be reassessed and be assessed higher value.
