Minutes – August 1, 2015   Regular Meeting

Meeting convened at 8:00 am in the Meeting Room at the Academy Building with members Gary Moore,Ed Garone, John Hersh, Carol Taylor and Sean Fleming in attendance.  Also attending was Ryan Terrill, the Fire Chief.  
The meeting opened with a review of the minutes from the June 13, 2015 meeting of the Commission which were approved on a motion from Ed, with a 2nd from Carol and a vote of the members.

Fire Chief:
On a motion from Ed, with a 2nd from Carol and a vote of the members, the Commission entered Executive Session at 8:03am to discuss various applicants for positions with the Fire Department.  The meeting left Executive Session at 8:30am on a motion from John, with a 2nd from Carol and a vote of the members. Ed then moved a recommendation that the Chief forward the names of the 3 applicants to the Selectboard for approval to hire.  This recommendation was contingent upon the Chief completing additional satisfactory background checks.  With a 2nd from Sean and a vote of the members, the motion was approved.  
Chief Terrill then reported his maintenance budget is within $1,000.00 of going over after expenditures of $3,500.00 for repairs to Engine 1 which will need further repairs in the near future.  Some funds can be moved from other areas of the budget.  Ed suggested using whatever additional funds are remaining in this year’s budget to get started on the needed repairs rather than having to absorb the entire amount of repair costs in next year’s budget.

Police Chief:
Following a motion from Carol with a 2nd from Ed and a vote of the members, the Commission entered Executive Session at 8:50am to discuss the annual evaluation for Chief Stiegler.  At 9:50am, John moved the meeting leave Executive Session.  With a 2nd from Sean and a vote of the members, the meeting continued with Chief Stiegler joining the group for a cursory review of his evaluation.  It was agreed that Gary would forward the Chief’s recommended evaluation to the Selectboard for final action.   

Chief Stiegler noted he would like to begin preparations for next year’s budget at the next regularly scheduled meeting.  
Other Business:

There was no ‘Other Business’ for consideration.
The meeting adjourned at 10:10am and Gary will email the members with some potential dates for the next meeting.
