Minutes – July 23, 2016 Regular Meeting

Meeting convened at 8:05 am in the Meeting Room at the Academy Building with members Gary Moore, Ed Garone, John Hersh, Sean Fleming and Carole Taylor in attendance.  Also attending was Jeff Stiegler, the Police Chief.
The meeting opened with a review of the minutes from the January 16, 2016 meeting of the Commission which were approved on a motion from Ed, with a 2nd from Carole and a vote of the members.

Police Chief:
Following a motion from Ed with a 2nd from John and a vote of the members, the Commission entered Executive Session at 8:13am to discuss the annual evaluation for Chief Stiegler, who was asked to join the initial portion of the Executive Session.  Chief Stiegler departed the Executive Session at 8:58am.  At 9:25am, Carole moved the meeting leave Executive Session.  With a 2nd from Ed and a vote of the members, the meeting continued with the members agreeing that Gary and John would prepare a draft of the Chief’s recommended annual evaluation for submission to the Selectboard for final action.

John departed the meeting at 9:30am as the discussion next turned to preparation of a policy to govern large gatherings within the town.  Chief Stiegler, along with Ryan Terrrill, the Fire Chief joined the meeting.  
To assist the discussion efforts, Gary distributed photocopies of ordinance’s governing large gatherings for the towns of Braintree, Salisbury and West Windsor, Vermont.  Also included was a copy of the Public Assemblies Ordinance for Bradford.  
General agreement was secured that any ordinance developed should specifically note that it would be critical to have the Fire Chief, the Police Chief and the Town Health Officer involved with reviewing all permit applications for large gatherings within the town.  

It was agreed that Gary would prepare a draft for the proposed ordinance based on the ideas discussed and the draft would be distributed to the members via email for review and input.
