i. Volunteers:  review procedure for having volunteers work with us

1. Our understanding is that they need background checks if they are working with kids, but not for just volunteering at a park, for instance.

1. clean up Boch Park Sept 20--we will cut the Japanese Knotweed, and leave the Sumac at the ends of the strip, allowing good viewing of the waterfall but preserving Sumac as it is a native plant and not only beautiful but food and shelter for birds (especially spring Robins)
i. Putting the parks to bed--June 20 we will start to paint the tables, leave them out for winter with new coat of stain. We will enlist help of BTA for painting.
