* Applications:  Rebecca Behrens interviewed with application in hand to be a substitute counselor for Mike at the summer camp.        
      Motion to approve Rebecca Behrens. The commission unanimously voted to approve her as
        Counselor for summer camp.             
* Elizabeth Park:  A fellow donated some $, he thought he should have the park all to himself.  He wanted the police to have others leave the park because he had reserved the park. 
    Suggestion was agreed upon:  we cordon off an area for reservations for big parties. 
     Aug 1 there is a big party—Joe will cordon off an area and they can have a couple picnic tables.
     Carol, please work it out with Joe. 
o  On the park reservation application:  The Parks Commission will make every effort to reserve a spot that can be cordoned off for the reservation, but the park remains open to the public.
There will be one picnic table in the cordoned off ‘reserved’  area, and you are welcome to borrow more from the other public area, but please return them when you are done to where you found them. .
o   Discussion about buying 1-2 more picnic tables, depending on price.
     Use the funds we collected this year towards the tables.
    We can investigate pricing and location to buy tables or have them made close to $100 apiece.
·       Carol met with Joe to inspect Elizabeth Park.  There was no trash around.  The bathrooms have been cleaned, with only a small trash can for necessities in the bathrooms.
·      Joe’s question:  trees along the sidewalks—trim the branches….Joe can trim them, or Skip will do it.
·       Skip is working on the fence-posts.
·       We need money approved for rules sign—Carol will check if it has been approved.
·       Building: Door is left open during the day for ventilation.  Joe is locking it at night, and opening it in the morning.
·       Contract for mowing: Danielle sent Carol the contract. 
·       We need to create documentation of activities at the parks:  ie:  when the fence was put up, when the trees were planted, and who is responsible for upkeep  –Nila has excel documents and will create a spreadsheet for record-keeping..
          interior of E Park building painted May 2015.

·       Denny Park Gazebo
·       Gazebo has not yet been fixed, though we do have the bill. however can or will not have approved payment or signed till done. at this time will hold on to bill.
·       It has been approved by the selectboard up to a certain amount, as long as we keep it below the amount approved of $4800, then BPRC takes care of it.
Cedar 6x6” posts going in….clear wood preservative is fine.
Mark Andrews should fix what it needs, he will make it solid and good.
·       picnic tables were put in 2011.  2014 tree at Denny Park planted, under BCC
weeping apple trees planted spring 2015 by BCC

The bill has not been paid for photos from E Park—waiting for hard copies.
·       End of season: closing of the parks tentative suggested date:  Columbus Day weekend ( many people use parks, out of towners here to close up camps)
·       Look at parks in the fall to see what Boch Park needs:  we may leave picnic tables at Boch Park over the winter, as we did last year. 
·       Bring slate or bricks to put wooden picnic tables up off the ground in the winter.
·       Hiring Process for Hire ,Subcontractors, & Volunteers,
·    Background Checks can not and will not be done until the person has been pre approved/ offered the job by the selectboard.
·     Volunteers will also have to go thru the same process as a hire. only not the payroll end of it.
·       Skip will email us the suggested checklist of what new hires need to have for paperwork.  It has been sent to selectboard members. 
·       Camp:  substitute counselor application -Rebecca Behrens
·       ( must have all information in before can be presented to board and or Jennifer for payroll)
·       Family Place – 2 boys approved,  and a family of three’s attendance at camp were approved.
·       Update  on recycling and trash bins for town
·     On 7/9/2015 nila offered during open comments that the BPR had four useable wood trash can containers that they could use if they wanted. That all they needed is to be cleaned and legs cut off so they sit on the ground. select board turned down offer because they already purchased containers. but thanked us for the offer.
·       who is suppose to take care of the dog bin at denny park?
·       Calendars:
· for Park reservations
·          (Nila) is working on getting it put on website.
· Add to Long term calendar: discuss in May or June:  will summer camp have a float in the Bradford Fair parade? How much money will it take to make a float:  farmer, wagon, banner, summer camp help create float.
·       Afterschool program:  runs for one more year with funding. 
·       ?  Should we run vacation camp programs?
Have it paid for by the parks and rec, except for hiring extra staff for it.
BPRC is working on putting together a list of proposed activities to present to the selectboard in November, to be put into the budget for town meeting.

·       Previous discussion:  Suggestion by Nila:  making meetings every two weeks on a single night with a weekly approval for bills and payroll purposes. Keep in mind that Jennifer needs to warn all bill/payments so she needs all information etc in by Tuesday of selectboard meeting on 2nd & 4th Thursdays of each month.
·      Agreement to Invite Jennifer to a meeting to let BPRC know exactly what she needs. What are her expectations and how should we handle them?
BPRC is building a budget for selectboard during October BPRC meetings. Jennifer bring print-out from the last couple of years.  Invite Randy also.
