Ted Unkles Chair, called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment:
No public comments.

Bradford Youth Sports Questions Re Memorial Field:
On behalf of Bradford Youth Sports, Brian Schlager and Josh Danforth asked the Selectboard for clarification on scheduling for Memorial Field.  
The Bradford Selectboard stated that they adopted a Memorial Field use application and regulations but they are not sure if the Parks & Recreation Commission has started accepting applications for field use or if the Elementary School still is managing the applications. The Selectboard does not foresee any issues with BYS baseball/softball using the field this spring for their games/practices.    
BYS asked about mowing Memorial Field and the baseball field maintenance and requested that the space behind the dugouts be mowed.  
The Town of Bradford will be in charge of mowing expense for Memorial Field and BYS will continue to maintain the baseball fields.  Last year BYS spent an average of $2,400 on the field maintenance.  
The Selectboard felt that a written agreement between the Town and BYS was a good idea, to make sure the roles of the town and of BYS is clearly stated and clearly understood. 
BYS will also continue to lease the porta toilet at Memorial Field.  

There was discussion about the building that currently being leased as the golf house is still the property of the Elementary or is now property of the Town.  Robert Wing as the Zoning Administrator stated that the Town bought the land and all of the buildings come with the land.  
It was agreed that the property needs a boundary line adjustment as part of the tennis court is on the golf course, and one of the golf tees is on Town owned land, etc.  Everyone thought it made sense to do a boundary line adjustment whenever the road is moved.   

2018 Bear Ridge Speedway Permit:
Butch Elms did not come to the meeting.

John Hersh expressed his concerns regarding the race tracks safety issues.  John Hersh feels that there is little traffic control and was told by Butch Elms that he would like to expand his number of races this year.

Chief Stiegler spoke regarding the traffic control issue and feels that there is adequate patrol in the area of the race track, but he agreed that the sheriff’s deputies who patrol the track do not conduct traffic control.  Chief Stiegler has received complaints about the deputies that are at the race track, and also had an issue with an event last year that had a lot of people at the track, but the Bradford Police Department was not made informed of the event beforehand.  Because no one representing the Bear Ridge race track was present, the Selectboard took no action.  The selectboard will address these issues at a future meeting, when a representative from the race track is present. 

Appointed Membership Applications:
Dan Perry made a motion to appoint Heidi Allen to the Parks and Recreation commission with a term to expire March 31, 2021.

Park & Recreation Proposed Events:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the 2018 Snowball & Sledding event to officially open the skating rink to the public and approved the BTA’s request to sell refreshments.

Purchase Order Requests:
Dan Perry made a motion to purchase the Listers a new computer in the amount of $1,348.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Bradford Vet Contract:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve Bradford Vet contract.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

BA Elevator Contract:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the elevator inspection contract for 2 years and authorized Ted Unkles to sign.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

CAI Tax Map Contract:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve CAI Tax Map Contract 2019.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Lower Plain Sewer Project Funds:
The Pre-Paid Sewer Hookups Fees have been used to offset the sewer bond payments by $25,000 each year and currently there is not enough money in the account to cover this for 2018.  If the Selectboard combines the Pre-Paid Sewer Hookup Fees Funds & the Lower Plain Sewer Project Interim Funds there will be enough money to still offset the bond payment by $25,000 in 2018.

Randy Moore made a motion to combine the $78,990.38 Lower Plain Sewer Project Interim Funds from account number 12-3-00-18.00 with the $11,139.30 Pre-Paid Sewer Hookup Fees from account number 12-3-01-26.00. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Training Requests:
Lisa Sharp Grady made a motion to approve the following trainings as a slate:
● Sonya McLam and Jesse Meyer to attend the Town Meeting Tuneup on February 7, 2018 at the cost of $60.00 per person.
● Steve Sanborn and Ryan Terrill to attend the Mutual Aid Fire Training at Blue Mountain Union School at a cost of $50.00 per person.
● Jeff Stiegler to attend the FBI training in Lebanon, NH in April 2018 for four days at a total cost of $650.00.

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the request from Headstart to use the gym on January 22, 2018 from 8:30a.m. to 11a.m.

Lisa Sharp Grady made a motion to approve the minutes the regular meeting minutes of December 21, 2017, the hearing minutes of December 21, 2017 and the regular meeting minutes of January 4, 2018.

Orders:
Danielle Kingsbury informed the Selectboard that Ryan Terrill has a call out to Acadia insurance regarding the damaged fire department uniforms (from the bus fire) and also has communicated with the fire departments insurance company who have since closed the case but it can still be reopened.

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve both sets of orders dated January 12, 2018 in the amount of $30,383.91 and January 11, 2018 in the amount of $46,656.63.

Other Business:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the resolution for the Municipal Planning Grant.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Lisa Sharp Grady and Danielle Kingsbury both received written complaints regarding the sidewalks and forwarded them on to Phil Page.  Phil Page is happy to discuss sidewalk plowing with anyone that wishes but did not feel that the complaints warranted any correction from the contracted snow removal company.   

The Police Department’s chair broke and the Selectboard authorized Jeff Stiegler to order a new one if WB Mason does not have the part needed to fix.  

2018 Budget:
The Selectboard reviewed and made changes to the 2018 budget.  
A final version of the budget and warning shall be presented at the Selectboard meeting on January 22, 2018.

Personnel- Executive Session:
Lisa Sharp Grady made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature general public knowledge would place both the Town and the employee at substantial disadvantage.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Lisa Sharp Grady made a motion to go into executive session at 8:37 p.m. to discuss a personnel issue (employee evaluations) as allowed by 1 V.S.A. Section 313 (a)(1).  The motion included Danielle Kingsbury to attend the session.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY

The Selectboard came out of executive session at 8:48 p.m.

Randy Moore made a motion authorizing Ted Unkles to sign the payroll change forms for changes to employees’ salaries as discussed.
