No purchase orders requests, and no training requests.

Public Comment:
[bookmark: _Hlk518544729]Robert Wing expressed his concern about the transfer station sign saying that its open to the public when it is only open to Vermont residents.  Robert Wing also brought it to the Selectboard’s attention that Casella is still not charging the public correctly.  He was asked to pay full price for a half empty bag.  
Vermont law prohibits acceptance of trash from New Hampshire (or any other state), but NH residents can pay an access fee to use the Transfer Station for recycling. 
 

Open Audit Bids:
Ted Unkles opened and read out loud the one audit bid, which was received from Fothergill Segale and Valley:
Proposed fees for year ending 2018:	 $23,000
Proposed fees for year ending 2019:	 $23,700
Proposed fees for year ending 2020:	 $24,400

Randy Moore made a motion to accept Fothergill Segale and Valley’s auditing contract.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Old Church Theater-CDBG VT Community Development Grant:
Cody Plante requested that the Town apply for a CDBG Community Development Planning Grant to help with improvements to the Old Church Theater.  
The Town of Bradford is legally responsible to make sure that we have all documents on file and all the appropriate work is completed.  BCDC would be assisting with the grant.
The Planning Grant would be for $50,000 and then they will start looking for an implementation grant to help with the renovations which are estimated to cost $500,000. 
The grant will include administration fees for the time the Town employees put into the grant.  

Dan Perry made a motion to apply for the $50,000 planning grant for the Old Church Theater renovations with Cody Plante (BCDC) managing and writing the grant and responsible for getting the Town all of the grant paperwork.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

BA Use Form Update/Sound System:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the sound system policy and the updates to the Bradford Academy Building Use Form.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Summer Camp:
Lisa Sharp Grady made a motion to approve the campers’ t-shirt order and the summer camp field trip expenses and authorized Mollie Hatch to add campers to the trips as long as the camper to adult ratio stays within the appropriate guidelines.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Conservation Letter:
The Town received a letter from a resident that owns property on McDuffee Road who requested that the Town purchase her land.  The Town is not interested in taking a few of the parcels on McDuffee Road because then the Town would be responsible for sharing the maintenance costs if anyone were to build a house there.  Part of that deed states that if one person builds a road everyone that owns property in that subdivision must contribute to the cost.  The Town is only interested in acquiring the land if everyone on McDuffee Road wants to donate their land to the Town.  The Town is not interested in buying land, nor are they willing to accept donated land on McDuffee Road unless all property owners agree to donate their parcel of land. 

Ted Unkles will write a response letter to the residents. 

Special Liquor License- Farmway:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve 14th Star Brewing Co to hold a tasting at Farmway on August 11, 2018 from 12 p.m. – 3 p.m.

Structures Grant- Mink Hill:
Dan Perry made a motion to move forward with a 2018 Structures Grant.

Municipal Roads Grants-In-Aid Program:
Randy Moore made a motion to participate in the Municipal Roads Grants-In-Aid Program.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Burn Complaint:
The Selectboard received an anonymous complaint about a burn pile behind a garage on Goshen Road East and at the corner of Rodgers Hill Road.

The Prouty will be going on July 14, 2018.  

The Public Safety Commission is making final adjustments to the Watchguard camera system and will present their recommended operating procedures soon.  

The Conservation Commission received a letter and plaque from the Secretary of the Interior in Washington (Ryan K. Zinke) designating 8 miles of the Wright’s Mountain Trails in Bradford, VT be designated as a National Recreation Trail.  The Wrights Mountain trail system joins 18 other newly designated National Recreation Trails across the United States.  The Selectboard expressed their gratitude to the Conservation Commission for the hard work they put into all of the Town trails and they will hang the plaque in the conference room at the Town Office.
