MEMORIAL FIELD USE REGULATIONS

Memorial Field is a very valuable resource of the Town of Bradford, Vermont.  The following regulations for the use of this public facility are meant to ensure that the field will be available to all of the citizens of Bradford in a well-kept and safe manner and will be respected as a public facility by all who use it.  The Bradford Selectboard has delegated authority for regular management and administration of Memorial Field to the Bradford Parks and Recreation Commission.  Bradford organizations that serve the community’s youth will be given priority for scheduled use as per the initial sales agreement with the Bradford Academy and Graded School District.   

Memorial Field (exclusive of the Bugbee Landing and Bradford Golf Club House) will be made available subject to the following conditions: 
1. Requests for the use of Memorial Field must be submitted on the appropriate application to the Bradford Town Office a minimum of 10 days before the scheduled event.
2. Each organization or group will appoint one person as agent who will be authorized to act on behalf of the user.  The user, through its agent, will accept full responsibility for the use of the section of the field identified on the application.  
3. The user will be solely responsible for the conduct of all persons engaged in the function, whether participants or spectators.
4. All groups, no matter their purpose, will be held responsible for any breakage or damage that may occur while using Memorial Field, and for cleaning the area immediately after each use.  All of Bradford’s Parks are Carry-In and Carry-Out for all trash and recycling.  
5. The Town of Bradford will assume no liability for groups using Memorial Field.  Proof of insurance will be required.
6. If any group or individual abuses the use of Memorial Field, the Bradford Selectboard may assess damages as they deem necessary.
7. There may be no overnight camping or open fires on Memorial Field.  (Please note that the Bugbee Landing campsite is immediately adjacent to Memorial Field, and camping is allowed at that campsite for a maximum of 2 nights).  
8. There will be no dumping of refuse on Memorial Field or adjoining areas under the control of the Town of Bradford.
9. The Town may require the attendance of special personnel at any function (police, fire, EMS, supervision, etc.).  The user will contract with an acceptable party for such required services or will reimburse the Town for any such expenses.
10. All fees for the use of Memorial Field must be paid within ten days of the use of the field.  The following schedule of fees is set by the Bradford Select Board;
j. Non-profits shall not be charged for use.
j. All others will be charged 5% of net income.
