Memorial Field/Bugbee Landing:
The Selectboard reviewed the Memorial Field Use Regulations with changes to the regulations that included: “All of Bradford’s parks are Carry-In and Carry-Out for all trash and recycling.” and “Please note that the Bugbee Landing campsite is immediately adjacent to Memorial Field, and camping is allowed at that campsite for a maximum of 2 nights.  Fires are allowed in the fire ring at the Bugbee campsite.”
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the Memorial Field Use regulations with these changes.

Jennifer Rivers spoke with OESCU and Randy Odell about the golf clubhouse, there is no lease in place and currently no rent is being paid to the school or the Town.  The Selectboard will discuss this issue with the leaders of the golf club.

Purchase Orders:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve Parks and Recreation’s request to order a new hand dryer for the men’s room at Elizabeth’s Park, not to exceed $350.00.  Dan’s motion also included installation of motion detector switches for the lights in the building.

BA Use:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve Oxbow Summer Basketball to use the gymnasium on Sundays, Mondays, and Fridays from 6 p.m. to 9 p.m.

Fire Department Updates:
Ryan Terrill reported that the motor in Engine 1 needs to be replaced or rebuilt due to sand and grit getting past the air filter.  To rebuild the motor it is going to cost around $26,000 and to get a re-manufactured motor it will cost around $36,000.   
The Selectboard discussed with Ryan Terrill how the fire truck got into this situation and questioned if insurance would cover the expense.  
Randy Moore made a motion to authorize the rebuild of engine 1 and authorized Jennifer Rivers to use the fire departments capital funds to pay for the rebuild of engine 1.

Ratify Motion from Previous Meeting:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the purchase of a seal for the boiler room pump that is leaking in the amount of $255.00.

Highway Department- Village Street Funds:
