Ted Unkles, Selectboard Chair, called the regular meeting to order at 6:30p.m.

Listers Errors & Omissions:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the Listers Errors & Omissions dated October 11, 2018.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Bay State Elevator Contract:
Randy Moore made a motion to accept the contract with Bay State Elevator Contract at $249.04 per visit.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Danielle Kingsbury will contact Bay State Elevator about the number of service visits per year and see if they can be reduced.  The current number of visits is six per year with one annual inspection done by the State of Vermont.

Hackett Hill Cemetery:
A resident purchased an eight-grave lot from the Town back in the 1970s and it now appears that there is only enough space for one burial.  The resident would like the Town to assure her that the grave lot that she paid for will be available when her family needs the space.

Liquor License- Hungry Bear:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the liquor license for Hungry Bear pending clarification of what class license this is for.

Meeting Change- Thanksgiving Day:
Carole Taylor made a motion to change the Selectboard meeting that is scheduled for Thanksgiving to Tuesday November 20, 2018 at 6:30 p.m.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Salt Quotes:
American Rock Salt submitted the only bid for rock salt, in the amount of $88.75 per ton.  This quoted price   is $20.00 per ton more than what the town paid last year.  The Town Highway Department is going to have to start to cut back use of salt in the village and flat areas.  The Highway Department is also going to have to cut back what they allow the school to use because the price is so high.  Last year the Town used a little over 1400 tons of salt.  Accepting the contract that American proposed will not commit the town to buy all the salt covered by the contract, but that much will be available, should the town need it.

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the American Rock Salt contract in the amount of $88.75 per ton, with a specified amount of 1500 tons.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

BA Use:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve OESU Art Teachers to hold a meeting on November 7, 2018 from 7 a.m. – 3 p.m. and Upper Valley Services use the auditorium piano for lessons on Tuesday and Thursdays from 9 a.m. – 10 a.m.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Training Requests:
None.

Purchase Orders:
Randy Moore moved approval of the Fire Department’s request to purchase 6 pagers and 6 speaker mics for $2,763.20 and one fire-fighting jacket and one set of pants for $1,982.65. The motion also instructed the fire department to submit the bus fire quote to our insurance carrier, with understanding that the prices are going to higher than the original quote.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Ryan Terrill told the Selectboard that with the purchase of this gear, the safety gear line item in the budget will be a little over for the year but he expects the Fire Department to finish the year within its budget.

Minutes:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the minutes from September 27, 2018
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the orders in the amount of $72,143.27 but he had a question about the elevator bill being more than $200.00.  Danielle will contact the elevator service company for clarification.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Other Business:
Ted Unkles will send Casella a request that the Town bring the recycling from the BA building to the center at no cost due to the Town maintaining the center (plowing, sanding, taking care of the brush pile, pushing down their containers, etc.) and the Town building the transfer station and leasing it to Casella at no cost.

Paul Berlejung gave the Selectboard a brief zoning update.  Since January 1, the ZA has received:
42 zoning applications, 2 of which were for dwelling units (one on Tarbox and one in Blue Spruce);
7 sign applications

Paul Berlejung pointed out that it is legal to appointing a hearing officer instead of having the ZBA conduct hearings.  Paul wasn’t sure if that would better, but it might be worth considering. 

The Planning Commission is likely to recommend that the Selectboard create a Development Review Board which would take the place of the ZBA, and would also conduct site plan reviews, which the Planning Commission currently does.
  
Evaluations- Executive Session:
Randy Moore made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature general public knowledge would place both the Town and the employee at substantial disadvantage.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Randy Moore made a motion to go into executive session at 7:36 p.m. to discuss a personnel matter as allowed by 1 V.S.A. Section 313 (a)(1).  The motion included Paul Berlejung, Danielle Kingsbury and Phil Page to attend the session.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.
