Lisa Sharp Grady Selectboard Vice Chair, called the regular meeting to order at 6:30p.m.

Public Comment:

Bob Wing brought to the Selectboard’s attention that he feels the Town needs a permit for the Wrights Mountain Trailhead parking expansion and for the Chase Hollow Trailhead parking expansion. 

The Selectboard asked Danielle Kingsbury to contact the ZBA and ask if they require the Town fill out a permit for expanding the two parking lots. 

VETS Inc Administrator/Emergency Management:

The site coordinator from Veterans Inc., Tim Willems, thanked the Selectboard for their continued support and made them aware that Veterans Inc. is reaching out to communities in search of community service projects.  

Gary Moore and Tim Willems requested that the Bradford Academy be used as a temporary shelter in case of emergences for Veterans Inc., currently Valley Vista uses the BA as their temporary shelter, but Gary feels there would be enough space for both.  

Randy Moore made a motion authorize Veterans Inc. to use the Bradford Academy as a temporary shelter in case of emergencies.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Junk Ordinance Complaints:

The Selectboard received several written and verbal junk ordinance complaints on 45 North Main Street, 2 Old Route 5, and the Colonial Village apartment on 25B.  
The Selectboard was also made aware of illegal burning happening on 1477 Rowell Brook Road.  

Randy Moore made a motion to authorize Lisa Sharp Grady to write junk ordinance letters to the two property owners of 45 North Main Street and 2 Old Route 5 and write an illegal burning letter to 1477 Rowell Brook Road, Danielle Kingsbury has already reached out to Colonial Village and they are sending a dumpster. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  


Old Goshen Church Support Letter:

Carole Taylor made a motion for Lisa Sharp Grady to sign a support letter for renovations to the Old Goshen Church as it is an important historical figure in Bradford.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY. 

Listers Errors & Omissions:

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the two pages of listers errors & omissions dated September 13, 2018.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOSULY.  

Transfer Station- Burn Pile:

Carole Taylor made a motion to authorize Phil Page to spend up to $3,000 to have the burn pile ground up into wood chips.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Recreation Update:

Mollie Hatch gave the Selectboard an update on the Summer Camp program and the numbers are in the positive. 

Randy Moore made a motion to authorize the parks and recreation to purchase thank you t-shirts for staff members no more than $300.00 and to move the remaining summer camp money to the parks and recreation reserve fund.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

2017 Draft Audit:

Randy Moore made a motion authorizing the chair of the Selectboard to sign the 2017 draft audit.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Set Hearing for Old Church Theater Grant:

Randy Moore made a motion to set the planning grant hearing for the Old Church Theater renovations for October 11, 2018 at 6:25 p.m. and run the ad.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Capital Budget:

The Selectboard discussed the capital budget for the Fire Department.  There was discussion on whether to budget every year for a fire truck by increasing the amount put into the capital funds or to have a consistent monthly payment on a fire truck.  The Selectboard felt that they are going to have a hard time keeping up with estimated increase of the cost of equipment.  It was decided to continue to put $20,000 a year into the fire departments capital fund and have a monthly consistent payment on a new fire truck.

Randy Moore made a motion to adopt the capital plan as a guide for the next fiscal year and moving forward.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

BA Use:

Connecticut River Academy would like to use gym September through June on Monday’s through Friday’s from 8:45 a.m. to 2 p.m. (3 classes).
Dan Perry made a motion to not approve CRA’s application to use the gym and asked that the coordinator attend the next Selectboard meeting or send a letter as the Selectboard would like for them to scale back on the gym usage. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Dan Perry made a motion authorizing Two Rivers Ottauquechee  to use the auditorium on September 27, 2018 from 5:30 p.m. to 9 p.m. and D & J Music to use the auditorium on October 14th from 11:00a.m.-3p.m.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Training Requests:

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the following training requests:
●	Mollie Hatch to attend the annual conference on recreation at Lake Morey on October 10 & 11, 2018, the cost is $215 
●	Carole Taylor to attend NCIC training in Waterbury on September 26, 2018 the cost is free.
●	Jeffrey Stiegler and Russ Robinson to attend the Understating Marijuana Law in Woodstock on September 28, 2018, the cost is free.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Purchase Orders:

The Selectboard discussed paying companies/contractors a 50% down payment before work is completed and decided they would not like to write anyone a check until work is completed.

Randy Moore made a motion to approve Dan Perry and Claude Ciurleo to review the fuel company quotes and pick a fuel company for the Town to use.

Minutes:

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the minutes of the public hearings and regular meeting minutes of August 23, 2018.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the orders of September 14, 2018 in the amount of $73,617.01 and $20,000 for revolving loan fund.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.




Other Business:

There was a dog bite in Town where the dog is being quarantined for 10 days because it did not have its rabies shot, was not registered with the Town, and bit a person off of the owners property.  The owner of the animal is asking the Selectboard if she can get her dog back before the 10 days.
The Selectboard denied the request. 

The Selectboard is interested in the Highway Department purchasing a camera system and authorized Phil Page to start getting quotes.  

Personnel- Executive Session:

Lisa Sharp Grady made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature general public knowledge would place both the Town and the employee at substantial disadvantage.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Lisa Sharp Grady made a motion to go into executive session at 7:54 p.m. to discuss a personnel matter as allowed by 1 V.S.A. Section 313 (a)(1).  The motion included Danielle Kingsbury and Jeffrey Stiegler to attend the session.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.
