Ted Unkles, Selectboard Chair, called the regular meeting to order at 6:30p.m.
 
Additions & Changes to the Agenda:

Public Comment:
Jeffrey Stiegler thanked Peter Doe for the letter he sent complimenting Sergeant Robinson about an incident and being so forth coming about it. 

Town Forest Recreation Planning:
Nancy Jones gave a brief presentation on the Town Forest Recreation Plan.  It focuses on developing a toolkit, developing a vision, developing strategies and implementing.

Nancy Jones requested a letter of support from the Selectboard for the proposed improvements.

Dan Perry made a motion authorizing Ted Unkles to send a letter of support for the continued development of the forest recreation plan.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.   

Hackett Hill Cemetery:
Carole Taylor made the Selectboard aware that in the past the Selectboard never appointed a commission for the Hackett Hill Cemetery, but they volunteered to oversee it.  At some point along the way there was a disagreement with the Selectboard and the commission said they were no longer going to have dealings with it. 

Carole Taylor met with Mickey Polli and figured out the that resident that paid for an eight-grave lot currently has a six-grave lot.  She is recommending that the Town give the resident a two-grave lot in the old roadway and then not allow anymore plots to be sold in the Hackett Hill cemetery.

Carole Taylor made a motion to authorize Ted Unkles to sign a deed for Vera Merritt two new lots.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Purchase Order System:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the revisions to the purchasing policy to include a purchase order system for the Town.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

WEX Card- Gas Card:
Dan Perry made a motion to authorize Jennifer Rivers to fill out the application for the WEX card and sign the contract on behalf of the Town and send it in.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Junk Ordinance Review:
There was discussion on if the Town could keep the money that land owners send in for property taxes to put towards unpaid Town fines.  

The Selectboard followed up on the two properties that received junk ordinance complaints, 45 Main Street and 2 Old Route 5 and found that the properties are still in violation of the ordinance.  

Ted Unkles is going to send two new letters to the property owners. 

Close Parks:
Dan Perry made a motion to close all of the Town parks and to leave the building at Elizabeth’s Park open from 8 a.m. to 8 p.m. but the actual park will be officially closed and anyone playing on any of the structures is doing so at their own risk.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Mollie Hatch is working on getting “Park Closed” signs put up.

Parks & Rec- Bradford Teen Association:
The Parks and Recreation Committee sent a letter to the Selectboard recommending that due to the lack of interest in the Bradford Teen Association that the Selectboard find an alternative use for the space.  The committee recommended a recreation and community center, where not just kids, but adults and families could utilize the space and the materials that the Town has already purchased.  They recommended holding events, such as card game night, movie nights, pool and ping pong tournaments, as well as offer it for public use and other events (they are open to suggestions).  Also, the committee would like to put together a teen council in which would be representatives from the school.  

Dan Perry made a motion to currently stop efforts to advertise for a new director for the Bradford Teen Association.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Special Liquor License- Farmway:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve Appalachian Gap Distillery, Inc to hold an tasting at Farmway on Midnight Madness from 5 p.m. to 8 p.m.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Highway- Road Erosion Inventory Grant:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the Road Erosion Inventory Grant in the amount of $10,260.32 with the grant amount of $8,000 and local match of $2,260.32.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve Mollie Hatch to attend the Northern New England Recreation & Parks Conference at the North Conway Grand Hotel and authorized a two-night stay at the Grand Hotel $143 per night plus tax, the conference is in January 2019.

Purchase Orders:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve the Fast Squad to purchase 1 Motorola pager in the amount of $450, 1 Kenwood portable radio in the amount of $245, 6 personal CO meters in the amount of $125 each (to replace expiring ones).
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve two 5-gallon pails of floor finish for the Bradford Academy gym and auditorium not to exceed $675.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the Fire Department to purchase 1 portable high-volume pump in the amount of $2,538 and two 4-inch suctions in the amount of $767.04 with a freight charge of $304.00.  The total amount is $3,609.04. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY 

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the Fire Department to apply for the Wildland Fire Gear 50/50 match grant in the amount of $6,607.58, it will cost the Town $3,303.79 and the Town will receive the equipment in 2019.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Dan Perry made a motion to authorize Ted Unkles to approve all expenditures for the Planning Commissions Municipal Planning grant 2019.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Dan Perry made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature general public knowledge would place both the Town and the employee at substantial disadvantage.
