Building Flooding Issues:
The Bradford Fire Station suffered a flood throughout the first floor of the building due to a flex pipe in the women’s bathroom bursting from the sink.  An insurance adjustor is meeting with Ryan Terrill tomorrow to go over the damages. There is a $1,000.00 deductible. Ryan explained that they’re not sure if they will be replacing the carpet yet, but Ryan is going to push to have it replaced.  Ryan Terrill made the Selectboard aware that he is going to have all the flex piping in the building changed so this problem does not happen again.  Ryan Terrill called in ServePro who says the walls should dry out and won’t need to be replaced because the flooding was caught quickly, not a lot of damage to the sheetrock.  

In the BA building, the wall when you get off the elevator on the gym level was seeping water onto the tile floor. Years ago, Fornwalt Excavation placed drainage on this side of the building but it does not look like there was drainage put in the corner of the building where it seems to be leaking.  Phil Page looked over the leak and spoke with Fornwalt Excavation who will examine the problem area and will have to do work on it in the spring.  We may see more leaking as the ground continues to freeze and unfreeze, but it should not be a major issue.  Claude Ciurleo will continue to do maintenance to the area to get us through to spring.  

Other Business:
