Additions & Changes to the Agenda:

Public Comment:
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mike Mann and a neighbor requested that the Selectboard consider renaming the road name to “Roamann Drive”.  The road that they lived on was an unnamed driveway off Underwood Road but because of State regulations regarding three or more houses the Town changed the road name to “Terrill Drive”.  The new road name of Terrill Drive has been sent to the State of Vermont, Post Office and recorded by the Bradford Listers.  The 911 Coordinators’ concern about changing the road name again is that we will be setting a precedent in Town for others to change their road name.  Mike Mann offered to pay a fee to cover administrative time.  

WB Mason Contract:
Dan Perry made a motion to renew the WB Mason contract for Town Office.

Generator Contract:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve the generator contract for the Highway Department, Fire Department, and Bradford Academy building.

The Water & Sewer Departments generator is a lot bigger than what the other three buildings have, and it requires very different maintenance.  That is why there is a different service contract for that generator.

Catering Liquor Licenses- Colatina:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the catering licenses for Colatina on December 20, 2018 and January 18, 2019 at The Space on Main.

Danielle Kingsbury made the Selectboard aware that the Colatina was concerned that they would not have enough time to get catering/liquor licenses approved and questioned if the Town Clerk could approve them.  The Selectboard would like to keep approving all liquor licenses.  

Foreign Exchange Program- Coin Drop:
The Foreign exchange program at Oxbow is requesting to do a coin drop on Town Meeting Day.  
The Selectboard feels that Town Meeting Day is not the best day to do a coin drop because of safety concerns.  The Selectboard is open to the idea of the foreign exchange program doing a coin drop in a 25 mph zone but not on Town Meeting Day or a snowy day.
