Ryan Terrill made the Selectboard aware that he received an email from FEMA desk review stating that there were no findings for the airpack grant. 

Ryan Terill brought it to the Selectboard’s attention that some of the fire fighters have asked if they could have workout equipment at the fire station.  The Selectboard is not comfortable putting workout equipment in the classroom but Ryan will look into other locations.   

The Selectboard received the plans for the Creamery Road Bridge from the State of Vermont that included reducing the weight of the bridge from 24,000lbs to 18,000lbs.  There is also a note that the Federal Highway Administration has placed a temporary hold on their accelerated project contracting process, but the State is anticipating they will receive permission to advertise for this project soon.  They note that there may be considerable lead time (4-5 months) required for fabrication of the steel grid deck as it is a special design tailored to the bridge.

Real Estate- Executive Session:
