Ted Unkles called meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Additions & Changes to the Agenda:

Public Comment:

Jim Merriam- Solar Project:
Jim Merriam spoke on behalf of Norwich Solar Technologies and offered the Town of Bradford an opportunity to go solar at no extra cost.  Norwich Solar Technologies is doing a solar project at Newbury Town garage and has additional output there that they could offer the Town.  There would be no out of pocket costs to the Town and no responsibility of taking care of any equipment; the Town would simply sign an agreement that would allow to buy power at a discount.  The company has worked with Town of Newbury, Newbury Water District, Newbury Elementary School, Oxbow High School, Bradford Elementary, Woodstock, Hartford, as well as other towns and non-profits. Norwich Solar Technologies allows non-profits to be able to participate in solar and receive additional discounts.  The Clara Martin Center is also interested in building a solar array behind their facility.  
The Bradford Selectboard will do more research on the company and decide at a future board meeting whether to proceed.

Conservation- Walking/Bike Path Route:
Adam Lorinitzo and Shilo Gregory gave a proposal on adding a sidewalk/bike path route from Bradford Elementary School to the Low-Saint John Forest.  They would like the Town of Bradford to start a grant application for a feasibility study for this project.  The feasibility study grant match is estimated to be around $6,000 and the Selectboard is not sure where this money will come from.  Adam Lorinitzo stated that the school might be willing to provide some money for the study and Alex Nuti-de Biasi suggested to the Selectboard that they apply for Walter Lee funds.  

Carole Taylor made a motion for the Town to proceed with applying for a feasibility study grant for a sidewalk/bike path route from BES to Saint John Forest.

Easter Seals BA Use:
Anne Goodrich from Easter Seals met with the Selectboard to discuss Easter Seals using the Bradford Academy as a space for family monitored visits.  The Bradford Police Department had concerns with the program using the BA space for these types of visits but Anne Goodrich assured the Selectboard they have never had any safety issues.  
The Selectboard asked Easter Seals to reach out to the Bradford Police Department to have a discussion with them and would reconsider the application at a future meeting.

Dodson Art Studio:
The Dodson Art Studio discussion is to take place at the April 25, 2019 Selectboard meeting.  

Policies & Codes for Old Church Theater Grant:
Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the policies and codes for the Old Church Theater Grant and authorized Ted Unkles to sign.

Carole Taylor made a motion to appoint Cody Plante as the Tri-Valley Transit (Stagecoach) Representative.

Green Up Day Grant:
Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve Ted Unkles to sign the Green Up Day grant agreement on behalf of the Town.

Junk Ordinance Complaint:
The Selectboard discussed a junk ordinance complaint they received about Vince Pacilio’s property on North Main Street.  The Selectboard will make mention of the complaint to Mr. Pacilio but felt like the property was on the border of being in violation of the Towns junk ordinance.

Notice of Intent & Hearing- 45 North Main Street:
Carole Taylor made a motion authorizing the Town Health Officer to issue this Notice of Intent and schedule a hearing regarding a health order on the property at 45 North Main Street for 6:15 p.m. on April 25, 2019.

Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the liquor license for Dough Boys Pizza.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the special liquor license for the Montview Winery LLC art show opening on the space on main on May 3, 2019.

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the special liquor license for the Montview Winery popup specialty store/win on April 19, 2019.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Purchase Orders:
Dan Perry made a motion to approve Claude Ciurleo’s request to purchase 5 VMO 24 V activators for the heating system, not to exceed $375.00; and 200 gallons of propane from Perry’s not to exceed $400.00.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve All-Access’s quote for four new computers and installation not to exceed $6,500.00.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Town Treasurer, Jennifer Rivers noticed in the March 14, 2019 minutes under Town Meeting Day Follow Up that a statement was made that as soon as the estate was settled the Selectboard would work with the Collector of Delinquent Taxes to recover as much of the back taxes as possible on the Bob Holly property.  This statement is inaccurate as the Board of Abatement is the only board in the Town that can abate any taxes.  

Carole Taylor made a motion to amend the March 14, 2019 meeting minutes to state “The Town would like to sell the 4.5 acres at the same time that the house and one acre are sold so that the property can be put back into one parcel.   When the estate is settled, the Board of Abatement will recover as much of the backed taxes as possible”.
