The Selectboard Chair, Fire Chief and Health Officer completed a second inspection of 45 North Main Street, 
nobody was there when they arrived, could only walk on the outside of the house, garage and those areas were not up to standard. 
They’re recommending to move forward with the Health Order.  

The Selectboard authorized John Bean to cover 1 hour per day at the Bradford Academy while Claude Ciurleo is on vacation June 3rd through June 7th 2019.  

Walter Lee committee recommend to the Selectboard to allocate $10,000 for the construction of a composting toilet facility at the Low St. John Forrest, with the knowledge that the Byrne foundation will give $8,000 toward the outdoor program with local fundraising of $2,000.
The Selectboard is not clear if the composting toilet will cost a total of $20,000 or $10,000 and the Town would be reimbursed.  They would like more information before moving forward.

Carole Taylor made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature general public knowledge would place both the Town and the employee at substantial disadvantage.
