Public Comment:

Historical Society- Peep Benjamin:
Peep Benjamin made the Selectboard aware that the “Welcome to Bradford” sign on the Lower Plain has been brought in for repair because the face of the sign was coming off.  

The historical society is in the process of working on the alarm system for the museum and they need a phone line for dispatch to be notified when the alarm goes off. The alarm system was previously tied into the It’s Classified phone line, but they have since closed their office space. The historical society has been working with Consolidated about getting a line put in but they’re making them go the business route which is a lot more expensive.  The historical society requested to the Selectboard that they tie their alarm system into one of the Towns existing phone lines such as the elevator line or the fax line.  They do not anticipate the line needing servicing.  
Claude Ciurleo has explored the historical society tying into the elevator emergency phone line and has been told that that line needs to stay specific to the elevator phone.  The Town’s fax line has also been having many issues with disconnecting at random times as it currently is.  The Selectboard would like the historical society to explore other ideas such as a track phone for a phone line or Charter Communications; and will continue to see if the fax line could be an option.
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The Historical Society is looking at celebrating the Bradford Academy’s 200th year anniversary.  The Academy was established in 1820.  The Historical Society would like to look into have a flag and banner made that will fly at the Academy building.  

The historical society is open every Friday from 10 a.m. to 12 p.m.
