Additions & Changes to the Agenda:

Public Comment: 
The Selectboard received a written complaint regarding Robert Nutting’s store not following the Towns junk ordinance.  

Planning Commission- Taxes, Development & Zoning Bylaws:
Marcey Carver, Planning Commission chair, expressed concern that there was an expectation that residents' taxes would be reduced as a result of increased commercial development.  She explained that is true for town taxes, but Education Taxes for residents (which comprise the largest portion of a tax bill) are based solely on per pupil cost of the school budget as applied to residents' assessed value.  It is not affected by commercial/nonresidential assessed value which is determined by a statewide rate.
Carver also explained that in general municipal taxes are higher in towns with the amount of commercial and nonresidential activity that Bradford has compared to neighboring towns that have little commercial activity.

Relinquish Right-of-Way Appleton:
Several months ago the Selectboard agreed to give up the right-of-way that goes down the middle of Mickey Appleton’s land in exchange for moving the right-of-way to the edge of the property.   The deed that Mr. Appleton sent to the Selectboard stated that the Town would relinquish the existing right-of-way, but it also said that the Town will construct a new access road.  The Town wishes to reserve its right to build and access road to the old town dump if that is ever needed.  The Selectboard has no plans to build a road, just wants to retain the right to build it in the future.  The deed also refers to the Village of Bradford instead of the Town of Bradford.

Ryan Lockwood made a motion to revise the wording of the proposed deed before relinquishing the old right-of- way.

Vault Project:
The Selectboard was presented with a quote from Fairbanks Mills to fill in half of the vault area.
Dan Perry made a motion to authorize the Highway Foreman to move forward with a meeting with the State of Vermont, Aubuchon’s, Fairbanks Mills and the Town to discuss the vault project and costs.

Highway Budget:
Phil Page made the Selectboard aware that the Highway Department is over on the parts and maintenance budget due to the long winter, truck issues, and needed repairs that were not foreseen.  The line item is over but Phil indicated that the total highway budget will not be over.  

Mink Hill project is starting September 9, 2019 to replace the culvert.    

Paving on Fairground is going to start next week.

Creamery Road Bridge State project went out to bid and was awarded and that’s the last we have heard. 
Construction still a way out.  

Purchase Orders:
Claude Ciurleo asked the Selectboard to take a look at the front of the BA building and see if they would like him to move forward with getting quotes to power wash the front of the building.  

Training Requests:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the request for two un-certified members of the Fast Squad to attend the EMR training (first level of certification for Emergency Management Responder).  The cost is $300.00 each and the Town will cover half the cost and will be hosted in Bradford.  In return for the Town paying half the cost for the training, both members must commit to remain on the Fast Squad for at least one year after they received their certification.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

The Selectboard asked that the Fast Squad put a policy in place that after attending this course people will be required to stay in place for one year.
