Ted Unkles, Chair, called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. 
Additions & Changes to the Agenda:
None.
Public Comment: 
Phil Page told the Selectboard that the replacement road sign for Kenyon Road has been received and will be posted soon.
Listers – Clough Hearing Discussion:
Robert Wing informed the Selectboard that the Listers will not represent the Town of Bradford in this hearing which is scheduled for November 21.  He recommended that the Selectboard hire NEMRC (who conducted the town-wide re-assessment) to represent the Town.  Randy Moore moved that the town hire NEMRC for representation during the hearing.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.
Zoning Update:
Paul Berlejung updated the Selectboard on zoning applications that have been received recently, and building permits issued.  He stated that things were going smoothly.  Marcey Carver pointed out that Aubuchon’s Hardware, which is in the Historic District, is replacing siding with a similar color, but different type of siding.  Paul stated that they had indicated that they planned to replace the siding with an identical product.  Paul will contact Aubuchon’s and will inform them of the need for a historic district hearing.
Discussion then turned to the proposed zoning bylaws which the Planning Commission had forwarded.  Dan Perry moved to return the zoning bylaws to the Planning Commission with instructions to revise the zoning on the Lower Plain (keeping it all one district with retail allowed), expanding the Residential Service District to include the Upper Plain, and to address the issues Carole raised in her memo.
MOTION PASSED, with one recusal (Ted Unkles, who is a member of the Planning Commission).  
Membership Application:
No application has been received.
Liquor Licenses:
The town received applications for special event permits from Trareeba, Ltd (Colatina Exit) to cater a Halloween party at the Space on Main on October 26; from Montview Winery to hold a wine tasting at Farm Way on December 7, and from Artesano LLC to hold a mead tasting at Farm Way on October 12.  Carole Taylor moved that all three applications be approved.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Ted Unkles mentioned that the Two Rivers Ottauquechee Commission will hold a hearing on September 25 to consider the new regional plan.  There was agreement that the Planning Commission should make a statement regarding Bradford’s Lower Plain and reinforce the belief that while we need to be careful to avoid sprawl, we should allow retail establishments below the intersection of Routes 5 and 25.
