Ted Unkles, Chair, called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. 
Additions & Changes to the Agenda:
Added personnel, executive session to the agenda to discuss hiring an animal control officer.
Public Comment: 

A South Main Street resident, Jared Pendak, called the State VTrans and asked them to put up “Children at play” signs.  He found out that the State does not allow these types of signs on State highways.  Bradford does not maintain South Main Street; it is a State Highway.   He asked the Selectboard if the flashing speed sign could be placed on South Main.  

Marcey Carver updated the Selectboard about the Two Rivers meeting the previous night.  Two Rivers now agrees that more of the Lower Plain be designated as Town Center.  This will allow primary retail in the lower plain down to the “Bradford Square” parcel.  The Town Center designation does not include the Evangelical Free Church or the Tool Barn.   There was discussion at the Two Rivers meeting about Hartford as well, more hearings to come.  

Marcey Carver also made the Selectboard aware that the Planning Commission is updating the Zoning Bylaws and they will send it to the Selectboard for review and a possible hearing.  
Linda Bryan is looking to rent space at the BA building asked the Selectboard questions about the lease.  

Fire Department Updates:
Tanker had to go in and have maintenance done to it.  
The Fire Department is asking for sole source justification to purchase a new thermal imaging camera through Reynolds and Sons, Inc.  Reynolds & Sons is the area’s exclusive dealer for MSA products.  The Fire Department already has a lot of MSA equipment, and they feel it’s helpful to stay with a brand they know.  They also have been very satisfied with the service that Reynolds provides.
Dan Perry made a motion to approve the purchase of the thermal imaging camera through Reynolds and Sons not to exceed $8,000 to come out of the new equipment fire department line item.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

The Department also needs to replace two ladders: a 14 foot and a 24 foot unit; the cost to the Town is going to be $100.  Both ladders were damaged at the fire on North Pleasant Street, so this is an insurance claim.  The total cost for both ladders will be $1,481.10.

The Department also reports that they need a new vent saw, which costs $665.95

They also need two new sets of turnout gear (trial sets).  They have been buying through Bergeron’s but the contact has changed in the last year; the Department is looking at changing companies.  Another vendor will give a deal on the first two sets of gear.

Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the purchase of the ladders (insurance claim), vent saw and two sets of turnout gear.

MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.   

There was a question from the audience if the damaged ladder could be donated to someone?  Unfortunately the insurance company requires that the ladder be dismantled.  

Pumper truck at the Fire Department had a leak on the pump that was fixed, the parts for that pump are getting very difficult to obtain, and a new pump will cost around $75,000.   The pumper is nearly 20 years old; a new
Truck will cost around $575,000.  The Fire Department is talking about replacing the truck in 2020.   

Purchase Orders:

Randy Moore made a motion to approve purchasing 4500 gallons of fuel oil through Perry’s Oil and service on the boiler at the BA not to exceed $1,000.

Dan Perry made a motion to accept the quote from All-Access to purchase and install a battery backup system for the cameras at Elizabeth’s park not to exceed $250.00.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.
