Ted Unkles, Chair, called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.

Public Comment: 

Marcey Carver gave the Selectboard copies of the draft zoning bylaws that the Planning Commission had updated.  She would like the Selectboard to review the bylaws in hopes to set a hearing by the next board meeting.   
Marcey Carver made the Selectboard aware that the next Two Rivers meeting is October 30th  and also that the Planning Commission like to encourage the Selectboard to hire an attorney about the proposed solar array.  
Vinney Wendell spoke out about the proposed Tractor Supply coming to Bradford, he does not support the new store coming to Bradford; he believes it is very important to preserve the unique character of Bradford by keeping formula retail businesses out.  
Joe Sampson spoke that he is in favor of Tractor Supply coming to Bradford; he feels it should not be up to the Planning Commission or Selectboard to dictate which businesses come to Bradford.  
Paul Rivers commented that he supports the store; he feels Bradford needs the tax base and he feels people are moving out of Town.
Paul Gallerani spoke that he is not in favor of Tractor Supply coming to Bradford, he feels that Bradford has a lot of new businesses and has been able to create many good jobs for people.  He also feels that Tractor Supply will not hire very many people and Tractor Supply will not pay a living wage.   

Bob Claflin commented that he believes the Family Dollar store is the most hideous store in Town and he does not feel like the tax burden will be lowered per household based on one more business coming to Town.  
Jon Loschiavo spoke that doesn’t know if Tractor Supply would be good or bad for Bradford but he thinks everyone should do their research and look at the ups and downs of it. 

Bobette Scribner spoke that she believes the Selectboard and Planning commission need to give more guidance about what the Town of Bradford wants and set more specific rules in the Zoning Bylaws.  She feels that everything gets voted on by opinion rather than goals.  
Matt Darling who is developer of Tractor Supply spoke that he agrees he needs more guidance about what is and is not allowed within the Town of Bradford.  He wants to keep his store in character with Bradford and the rural farming community, he believes the Tractor supply would provide good paying jobs and add to the community.  He wants to work with the Town.   

Dan Smith commented that he feels that emotion needs to be taken out of the process and take this as an opportunity to move forward in Town.  

Marcey Carver spoke that the old zoning bylaws are 15 years old and the Planning Commission has been working to update the bylaws and most of the concerns about the bylaws have been addressed in the new set that is to go to the Selectboard.  

Nancy Jones commended the Planning Commission for paying attention to citizens responses.
Ron Hunington spoke that he believes that over the past 20 years there has been almost no new retail in Bradford.  He stated it is extremely hard to develop in Vermont and the chances of a family-owned businesses coming to Town are slim.  Ron stated that if Tractor Supply doesn’t come to Bradford it will go to Woodsville and the Town will lose business and not get any new jobs or additional tax base at all.  

Barbara Kulzyck spoke that she feels the Town has nice hardware stores already and that Tractor Supply will offer many items that we can already get. 

Ashleen Buchanan commented that she moved to Bradford for its small-town character and would like not to see any formula retail.  

Vinney Wendell spoke that he feels the Zoning Bylaws and Town Plan should have rules about formula retail relating to the vision of Bradford.  
Matt Darling (developer) commented that Tractor Supply sells no auto parts and most stores have only one aisle with hardware, so there would not be very much overlap with existing businesses.  
Kenneth Appleton Quitclaim Deeds:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the quitclaim deed to relinquish the Towns right-of-way and adopt the quitclaim deed with the new right-of-way and authorize Gary Moore to sign the deed as the Town Agent.

Sidewalk Vault Project:

Randy Moore made a motion to approve $22,500.00 for the structural engineering of the underground sidewalk vault project, to come out of the highway capital fund.

Phil Page also told the Board that the line striping will be done on Fairground Road soon.  The painting of the lines done by the State of Vermont is out of the Town of Bradford’s hands, the highway foreman let the State know that we would be paving that road and has complained to the State two years in a row of the line painting happening shortly before re-paving.

The State of Vermont has started work on the Creamery Road bridge.
