Ted Unkles, Chair, called the hearing to order at 6:15 p.m. 
Public Hearing- Zoning Bylaws:

Byron Kidder went through the zoning documents and gave his changes concerning toe of slope and wording throughout the document that he believed needed better wording.

Marcey Carver expressed she could see changing “toe of slope” wording to “not building where the slope is greater than 10%” she does not think we would want to have a three story commercial building up a slope.

Paul Gallerani gave his concerns about having solar panels in the entrance to Bradford, he also expressed concerns about a Tractor Supply coming to Town not because he thinks they will be a competition to Farmway but in general concerns for the village and character of Bradford.  
Nancy Jones asked if the zoning bylaws have provisions that would discourage national formula cookie cutter business coming to town.  

Marcey Carver explained that the zoning bylaws do not discuss formula retail but they will deal with them through design review process.  The Planning Commission and Two Rivers could not find any zoning in Vermont that prevented formula retail.  

Ted Unkles explained that there is nothing that prohibits formula retail in zoning but something like a Pizza Hut, for example, would not get through the design review process because they couldn’t use their standard formula cookie-cutter building design in which the building itself serves as a company logo.  
Marcey Carver explained the proposed bylaws as drafted would not allow drive throughs in the Lower Plain except for pharmacies.    

Byron Kidder expressed the importance of the entrance to Bradford and does not support solar panels going in near Napa.  He pointed out that the State cannot sell the property without a vote of the Legislature, but the 0.41 acres that the state owned next to the Napa store was sold to Cairns Brothers Investments with very little public notice.

Paul Gallerani said that he would like to see more land available for homes and housing.
