Additions & Changes to the Agenda:
Add litigation to the agenda to be discussed in executive session.  

Public Comment:
Marcey Carver explained to the Selectboard that Two Rivers Ottauquechee added the Fairgrounds to the area they intend to designate as Town Center in the new Regional Plan.  However, they are not adding the western side of properties on Lower Plain south of the 5/25 intersection.  The Town’s new zoning regulations have both sides and the Town plans to change the Town Plan to coincide with the Zoning Bylaws, which may or may not be consistent with the regional plan.  

Jake Clark from Encore Solar made the Selectboard aware that Bryan Cairns would like to make the Town an offer to pay for the sewer and water for the life of the solar project that is proposed to go on the property between Napa and the Bradford Mini Mart (for about 25 years) in addition to the tax revenue.  
The Selectboard will review the proposal at a future meeting.  

U.S. Census Bureau- Boundary Validation:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the U.S. Census Bureau- Boundary Validation agreement.

Sewer Bond Payment:
Carole Taylor made a motion to authorize the treasurer to apply $25,000 from the prepay sewer hookups for the 2020 payment for the sewer bond (yearly amount is $75,738) reducing the balance tp $50,738 coming from taxes.
