As Chair of the Bradford Selectboard, I find that, due to the State of Emergency declared by Governor Scott as a result of the COVID-19 pandemic and pursuant to Addendum 6 to Executive Order 01-20 and Act 92, this public body is authorized to meet electronically.
In accordance with Act 92, there is no physical location to observe and listen contemporaneously to this meeting. However, in accordance with the temporary amendments to the Open Meeting Law, I confirm that we are:
a)       Providing public access to the meeting by both telephone and video. We are using Zoom for this remote meeting.  All members of the Board have the ability to communicate contemporaneously during this meeting through this platform and the public has access to contemporaneously listen and, if desired, participate in this meeting by web, videoing, or phone.  
b)      Providing public notice of instructions for accessing the meeting. We previously gave notice to the public of the necessary information for accessing this meeting, including how to access the meeting using telephone or video in our posted meeting agenda.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the adobe acrobat pro licenses (3 licenses) in the amount of $611.64 and the 1-year licenses renewal for the towns Sophos firewall subscription in the amount of $427.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the minutes of April 9, 2020.

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the orders dated April 24, 2020 in the amount of $11,909.29.

Other Business:
Ted Unkles mentioned that there is a Planning Commission hearing scheduled for April 30th to discuss the Copeland property and OESU.  

Green Up Day has been changed to May 30, 2020. 

Bradford Fair has been cancelled for 2020.

There have been concerns in the community that Bear Ridge Speedway announced that they will be opening for the season on May 2 2020.  Ted Unkles has reached out to Butch Elms to make sure the speedway is following the governor’s orders to remain closed until further notice from the State of Vermont.  

Personnel- Executive Session:
Carole Taylor made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature general public knowledge would place both the Town and the employee at substantial disadvantage.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Carole Taylor made a motion to go into executive session at 7:21 p.m. to discuss a personnel issue as allowed by 1 V.S.A. Section 313 (a)(1) and invited Danielle Kingsbury to attend the session.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.   

The Selectboard came out of executive session at 7:29 p.m.

Dan Perry made a motion that due to the State of Emergency declared by the governor due to COVID19 the Selectboard will extend the provision that all town employees do as much work from home as possible (with our current resources) during this time.  If an employee must go to the office for an urgent matter or to meet deadlines, they need to limit in person contact with other employees and the public as much as possible. Only one employee should be in an office space at one time.   All employees will be paid for their regular scheduled hours; this will continue until the next Selectboard meeting on May 14th when the Board will revisit the issue.
MOTION PASSED 4 VOTES IN THE AFFIRMATIVE, 1 VOTE (CAROLE TAYLOR) RECUSED HERSELF.
