In accordance with Act 92, there is no physical location to observe and listen contemporaneously to this meeting. However, in accordance with the temporary amendments to the Open Meeting Law, I confirm that we are:
a)       Providing public access to the meeting by both telephone and video. We are using Zoom for this remote meeting.  All members of the Board have the ability to communicate contemporaneously during this meeting through this platform and the public has access to contemporaneously listen and, if desired, participate in this meeting by web, videoing, or phone.

Randy Moore made a motion to adopt the State of Vermont’s COVID19 Workplan and Guide for employees of the Town of Bradford.

Highway Structures Grant:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the 2019 Mink Hill Structures grant request for reimbursement and authorized Dan Perry to sign.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Liquor License:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the liquor license for the River Bar with the provision that all drinks stop being served at 12:30 a.m.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOULSY. 

Minutes:
Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the minutes of April 23, 2020.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the orders dated May 15, 2020 in the amount of $48,308.42.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the purchase of a new vacuum cleaner for the BA building in the amount of $550.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Jennifer Rivers made the Selectboard aware that the auditors will be doing a remote audit starting on June 2, 2020.  

Barbara Kulzyck made the Selectboard aware that Green Up Day supplies have arrived and set up in front of the BA and at the post office.  Green Up Day is now schedule for May 30, 2020 due to the COVID19. 

Personnel- Executive Session:
Randy Moore made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature general public knowledge would place both the Town and the employee at substantial disadvantage.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Randy Moore made a motion to go into executive session at 7:17 p.m. to discuss a personnel issue as allowed by 1 V.S.A. Section 313 (a)(1) and invited Danielle Kingsbury to attend the session.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.   

The Selectboard came out of executive session at 7:30 p.m.

Dan Perry made a motion that due to the State of Emergency declared by the governor due to COVID19 the Selectboard will extend the provision that all town employees do as much work from home as possible (with our current resources) during this time.  If an employee must go to the office for an urgent matter or to meet deadlines, they need to limit in person contact with other employees and the public as much as possible. Only one employee should be in an office space at one time.   All employees will be paid for their regular scheduled hours; this will continue until the next Selectboard meeting on May 28th when the Board will revisit the issue.  The Selectboard will keep all parks closed at this time and asks that the buildings facility manager give the BA building a deep clean and that the Town Clerk and Town Treasurer start to open the Town Offices (after the cleaning of the building) at their discretion; possibly every other day, for half days.  
MOTION PASSED 4 VOTES IN THE AFFIRMATIVE, 1 VOTE (CAROLE TAYLOR) RECUSED HERSELF. 

Dan Perry made a motion to extend Phil Pages vacation hours to July 1, 2020.
