Public Comment:
Bradford Resilience is meeting with 12-13 other towns every week, there is a need for a shared food site.  

Alex Nuti-de Biasi questioned the community nursing project and the proposed bus depot at the park and ride requiring a local permit.  We are still interested in exploring a community nursing project, but we have not followed up due to COVID-19 and other issues that have required our time and attention. The bus depot at the park and ride would require local permitting.  The Planning Commission has been told that a permit application will be submitted soon but none has been received as yet.    

Walter Lee Applications:
Ryan Lockwood mad a motion to approve the Walter Lee application for Bradford Youth Sports to purchase the following equipment: 1) Power net; 2) Pitcher Screen; 3) Field Chalker; 4) Strip Machine (soccer); and 5) Corner Flags in the amount of $689.98.

Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the Walter Lee application for Bradford Elementary School to build an outdoor classroom at the field at Low St. John Forest, provided that the classroom will also be open to the general public, in the amount of $15,000.

Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the Hungry Bear’s indoor and outdoor liquor license applications.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Planning Commission:
Marcey Carver made the Selectboard aware that there is a hearing tomorrow on Bradford Solar project.

Marcey Carver asked the Selectboard to look into adding a host account to the Towns Zoom account in order for other town boards and committees to host meetings.
