Proposed Solar Project:
On June 26, 2020 the Public Utilities Commission held s a hearing on the proposed solar project between Napa and Mini Mart.  Both sides submitted their briefs, both parties must submit their counter briefs the first week in August.  

Public Trash/Recycling & Food Receptacles:
Ted Unkles spoke with Cathy Jamieson, who manages the State of Vermont Solid Waste program and she told him that the Town does not need to provide food receptacles next to the public trash cans as we originally thought.

Parks & Recreation- Elizabeth’s Park:
There was discussion on whether to re-open Elizabeth’s Park to the public, and the steps that need to be taken if the Town was to open it.

Ryan Lockwood made a motion to open Elizabeth’s Park provided that the Town speak with the Department of Health and the Town’s insurance carrier to make sure all the necessary precautions are taken to open safely and it wouldn’t be a liability to the Town.

Randy Moore made a motion to increase John Bean’s hours to 7 hours per week when the park is open so he can clean for 1 hour per day.
