a)       Providing public access to the meeting by both telephone and video. We are using Zoom for this remote meeting.  All members of the Board have the ability to communicate contemporaneously during this meeting through this platform and the public has access to contemporaneously listen and, if desired, participate in this meeting by web, videoing, or phone.  
b)      Providing public notice of instructions for accessing the meeting. We previously gave notice to the public of the necessary information for accessing this meeting, including how to access the meeting using telephone or video in our posted meeting agenda. 
c)       Providing a mechanism for the public to alert the public body during the meeting if there are problems with access. If anybody has a problem, please email administrator@bradford-vt.us; and
d)      Continuing the meeting if necessary. In the event the public is unable to access this meeting, it will be continued to a time and place certain.

Public Comment:
Sandy Price made the Selectboard aware she would be seeking approval for the Conservation Commission to cut the dead tree on the front lawn of the Bradford Academy building.

Nancy Jones made the Selectboard aware that the endurance race (24 hour event) would still be taking place but with new rules put in place due to COVID19.  The runners would only be on the trails.

Mowing Bids & Snow Removal Bids:
Danielle Kingsbury opened and read out loud the three bids that were received from Richie Simmons Lawncare and Nate Locke.  
Ryan Lockwood made a motion for the Road Commissioners and Road Foreman to review the bids in detail and to award the contracts at they see fit.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Watershed Management Planning Report:  
Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the annual planning report for watershed management with the State of Vermont. 
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Appointed Membership Application: 
Carole Taylor made a motion to appoint Dan Perry to the Planning Commission.
MOTION PASSED, 3 VOTES IN THE AFFIRMATIVE, 2 RECUSED THEMSELVES (TED UNKLES AND DAN PERRY).

Appropriation Requests/Petitions Policy 2020:
Randy Moore made a motion to amend the appropriation request policy for the year 2020/2021 due to COVID19.  The policy will be as follows:  any requests of $1,500 or lower will be submitted to the Selectboard and any organizations that have previously been funded from the Town of Bradford and are seeking level funding or a lower amount may submit a letter of request to the Selectboard to be put on the 2021 warning at Town Meeting Day for funds.  Any new organizations, organizations that have not previously been awarded funds from the Town of Bradford, or organizations that are seeking more money than previously awarded will need to have a petition signed by 5% of Bradford Voters following all the governors guidelines for COVID19.  
MOTION PASSED, 4 VOTES IN THE AFFIRMATIVE, 1 VOTE (CAROLE TAYLOR) OPPOSED.    

Purchase Orders:
The Selectboard reviewed the painting quotes, one for the Town Office and one for Bob Claflin’s old space.  The Selectboard will discuss more during budget season.

Ash Tree Grant Request:
Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the Conservation Commission’s request to apply for the ash tree grant, not to exceed a town match of $10,000.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY. 

Town Meeting Day 2020:
The Selectboard discussed the results of the 2020 Town Meeting Day ballot where voters voted to change the day of Town Meeting Day to Saturday, March 6, 2021, however it was later brought to the Board’s attention that legally we cannot have Town Meeting Day on the Saturday after the first Tuesday in March; is 2021 it would have to be the Saturday before the first Tuesday in March.  
The Selectboard is going to look into if they can legally have this years Town Meeting on February 27, 2021 (Saturday before the first Tuesday) or if they need to go back and have it on the first Tuesday (March 2, 2021) and have a revote of the Day to have Town Meeting.

Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the minutes of August 13, 2020.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the orders dated August 28, 2020 in the amount of $30,186.73.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Other Business:
Peep Benjamin asked the Selectboard in an email if they would be opening the auditorium to the public.  
The Selectboard responded that they do not plan on opening the auditorium up to the public anytime soon, but they would be open to hearing if she had an event in mind.
