In accordance with Act 92, there is no physical location to observe and listen contemporaneously to this meeting. However, in accordance with the temporary amendments to the Open Meeting Law, I confirm that we are:
a)       Providing public access to the meeting by both telephone and video. We are using Zoom for this remote meeting.  All members of the Board have the ability to communicate contemporaneously during this meeting through this platform and the public has access to contemporaneously listen and, if desired, participate in this meeting by web, videoing, or phone.

Public Comment:
Nancy Jones made the Selectboard aware that the tree giveaway was successful and they plante da tree near Wrights Mountain. 

Ryan Lockwood made the Selectboard aware that a resident that abuts the Town property near the transfer station has concerns that poison sumac that is on Town property will cross into his field.  
Town Highway will look at it.

Appoint Library Trustees:
Randy Moore made a motion to appoint Jill Baron as a library trustee.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

School Tax Bills- Interim Rates:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve an interim rate for the school tax bill to be 1.400 due December 1, 2020 due to the school budget not being passed yet, and then a second billing will the balances owed will out at a future date.  The motion includes to bill the school district for all of the costs associated with the billing and time the Town incurs.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Grant Applications:
Randy Moore made a motion to approve the Municipal Planning Grant for updating the Town Plan and to sign the resolution.
MOTION PASSED, 3 VOTES IN THE AFFIRMATIVE, 2 RECUSED THEMSELVES (TED UNKLES AND DAN PERRY).

Randy Moore made a motion to approve the Bike Pedestrian Grant to link the Lower Plain to the business district town match up to 20% of the grant.
MOTION DID NOT PASS, 2 VOTES IN THE AFFIRMATIVE, 1 OPPOSED (CAROLE TAYLOR), 2 RECUSALS (TED UNKLES, DAN PERRY).

The Selectboard made the decision that at this time they would not be applying for the Stormwater Management Grant for North Pleasant as the grant only addresses stormwater issues and North Pleasant would also need structural engineering and water management studies.  

Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the grant through the Department of Public Safety to update the Local Hazard Mitigation Plan with a Town match not to exceed $2,500.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Recreation Update:
The Recreation Director, Eric Frydman made the Selectboard aware that he has been meeting with other recreation directors in the area, Bradford Youth Sports and speaking with the Vermont Recreation Association.  He has attended several events in Town to include the open house at The Hub.  Eric mentioned that he is been looking for grants that are available to parks and recreation and working on updating the Facebook page.  
The parks and recreation committee asked Eric to bring to the Selectboard about opening up Walter Lee funds for them to use.  The Selectboard made Eric aware that there is a Walter Lee Committee that excepts applications due in May of every year and then they awarded by the committee with funds and invoicing to be completed by December 15th of every year so that the treasurer has time to process everything.
Erics current office hours are Mondays 3p.m.-5p.m. and Wednesdays 12p.m.-3p.m. 

Purchase Orders:
Randy Moore made a motion to purchase 5,000 of oil not to exceed $1.40 per gallon and asked Claude Ciurleo to call and get 3 different quotes.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the Fast Squad to purchase AED ready back, heart smart pads and infant/child key from Bound Tree with an amount not to exceed $1,520.00.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Dan Perry made a motion to approve the Fire Department to purchase `7 flow test air packs from Reynolds and Sons in the amount of $1,180, 1 dual head mobile radio from Pikcomm in the amount of $3,814.85, 4 pagers rom Pikcomm in the amount of $1,832.50, and 1 set of fire fighter gear in the amount of $3,851.16.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.  

Minutes:
Ryan Lockwood made a motion to approve the minutes of September 10, 2020.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Orders:
Carole Taylor made a motion to approve the orders dated September 25, 2020 in the amount of $210,252.67.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Other Business:
Ted Unkles let the Selectboard know that Phil Page (highway) pulled the docks out at bugbee landing and the next day got an email about a canoe trip and wondering if the docks could be put back in.  The Selectboard agreed that the docks should not be put back in and that our highway department pulls them when the weather starts to get cold and when they can find time to do so.

Fairbanks Mills is going to start the vault project on Main Street in 2-3 weeks.

Marcey Carver asked that the Selectboard consider having public comment at the end of each meeting as well as at the beginning.  

Personnel- Executive Session:
Carole Taylor made a motion that the Selectboard has determined that a personnel issue needs be discussed in executive session because the premature public knowledge would place both the Town and the employee at substantial disadvantage.  
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.

Carole Taylor made a motion to go into executive session at 7:54 p.m. to discuss a personnel issue as allowed by 1 V.S.A. Section 313 (a)(1) and invited Danielle Kingsbury and Ryan Terrill to attend the session.
MOTION PASSED, UNANIMOUSLY.   

The Selectboard came out of executive session at 8:08 p.m. and adjourned.
